AUSTRIA ON. VERGE
OF BANKRUPTCY

PARIS, Jan. 24— Austria has de-
cided on an extraordinary measure
to stave off imminent bankruptcy,
according to the Petit Journal’s Ge-
neva correspondent. The correspon-
dent says that a decree is about to be
submitted to the Emperor whereby
the fourh part of the real and person-
1l property of all subjects and inhabi-
tants of the empire is to  become
the property of the state in exchange
for. a mortgage bond. This bond, ac-
cording to the .correspondent, - the
state binds itself to redeem when' the
financial situation permits.

British Deéstroyer
Three Officers an

LONDON, Jan. 24.—No additional
yficial statement has yet bheen given
it respecting the two naval engage-
ments in the North Sca Monday night
and Tuesday  morning. A German
sfficial bulletin claims that one Bri-
‘ish destroyer was sunk which is ad-
mitted by the British Admiralty, and
tha: another was seen to bhe sinking
vhich is not admitted, but claims that
the Germans suffered no losses save
that one boat V-69 was damaged.

In the loss of the British destrcyer
three officers and 44 men were killed
hy explosion. Following this a ge-
neral action took place which cpened
't short range and early in the fight
the bridge of the German destroyer
V-69 was swept away by a direct hit,
the Commander and two other offi-
cers being killed.
