Windsor Gem
Hunt Goes on

LONDON, Oct 23 — Scotland
Yard detectives investiguting the
Windsor jewel theft were informed
today that a fariner in Framce had
reported seeing “giittering objects”
on the ground after a metal cylind-
er was dropped by parachute from
& private plaae.

The farmer, identified as Mr.
Goasguen of Arwyol, said the plane
circled over a DBrivtany road sev.
era] times heine dropping the
metal contaln:r = He said the
cylinder burst open when it struck
the ground and that “glittering
objects” were scattered over the
area.”

“I ran towards the spot”, he
said “but two men who had been
hiding in the hetge were ahead
of me. They pickec up the cylin-
der and the parachute and ran off.
“Later, I heard a powerful car
being driven away. I informed
the gendarmeric and I was told
they were wondering if the affair
had any connection with the theft
of the Windsor jewels.”

The stcry of the parachuted
cylinder was first reported by the
Brest correspondent of the Paris
Newspaper France Scii. French
police have deciined comment.

Yard Investigators, meanwhile
reportedly were re-examining the
grounds of suburban BEanam
Lodge, where the $80,000 theft oc.
curred, in an effort to discover
some clue to lic identity of the
burglar.

The reward for information
leading to the recovery of the
jewels was  dimbled yesterday
from $8,000 to $16,000. Announce-
ment of the incrzuse was made by
the Sunday newspaper News of
the World, whizh said its editor had
heen “approached” to act for an
undisclosed pariy. The newspaper
said the editor had been asked to
pay the reward “a‘ his discretion”
and that he had agreed.

Removed In U. S.

WASHINGTON, Oct, 8—(AP)—
The Office of Price Administre-
tion today abolished price Tre-
straints on practically everything
Americans eat and drink, from
bread to whisky.

In the most sweeping decontrol
action of its career, the agency
lifted ceilings from all foods and
beverages except sugar, syrups and
rice. Also wiped out were ceilings
on everything served in restuur-
ants,

The decontrols are effective at
midnight tonight.

The action meant that hundreds
of thousands of workers are ireed
from. wage controls, These can-
trols apply only in industries sub-
ject to price ceilings,
