The second
registration, to include all the people not regist-
ered in the first, and “with special emphasis on
married women,” will be taken in July.

The people of Canada will want to know what
this is all about, and why it should be necessary
in view of full and complete information already
on file at Ottawa, to take another national regis-
try at this time.

An important memorandum deploring the lack
of co-ordination of Canada’s medical services with
respect to the war and recommending to the Dom-
inion Government a “‘central committee” plan such
as has been evolved in Great Britain for dealing
with the distribution of medical men is published
in the March issue of The Canadian Medical As-
sociation Journal, The memorandum, which opens
with a survey of the part taken by the Association
in Canada’s war effort since the outbreak of hos-
tilities and then goes on to point out the fresh pro-
blems developing with regard to the supply of
medical men and their proper selection and place-
ment, heads the Journal's regular “War Section”
of the current issue and is introduced editorially as
a “sobering reflection that with more than two
years’ experience behind us, there should still be
such a lack of integration of our efforts . . . nd
co-ordination of medical enlistments for the three
fighting forces, to say nothing of providing for
the needs of civilians in case of raids or other
grave emergencies.”

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Here obviously is the city householder’s point
of view as expressed by Mrs. J. Leslie Hodges,
chairman of the regional advisory committee of
the Way Time Prices ard Trade Board.”
“The Board put potatoes under the price ceil-
ing again because there had been indications of
speculative trading, the situation was similar to
that which prevailed in the onion business when
these vegetables were released from the ceiling
months ago; price increases started immediately.
Of course, a certain amount of this increase was
fully justified, it was due to special marketing ani
crop conditions. However, when the prices werit
above a level which these condition warranted,
the Board took action, Onions were the first to he
placed back under the ceiling, and just a few
days ago, the potato situation reached a - point
where the Board felt it necessary to stop further
increases.” Mrs. Hodges explained that both
these new ceilings were based on earlier prices
than those which prevailed at the time action was
taken, Onions were set back to the highest price
at which they sold between January 5 and Janu-
ary 10 of this year, and potatoes cannot now be
sold at any higher price than they were duting the
week ending Februaty 4.
