ANCIENT INSCRIPTION,

HALIFAX, April 1—Dr. Allan (.
Johnson, a young Nova Scotian, has
made an important discovery at Ath-
ens while pursuing his investigations
on the Acropolis. While carefully ex-
amining the stones which were built
into the retaining wall of an ancient
cistern, he found on one of these

.gtones an inscription which had pre-

viously escaped observation because
of its having been built into the

wall in such a way that no letters
were visible. The stone was removed
and the inscription was found to be

in honor of Nikon of Abydos, - for
having saved Athenians from drown-
ing in the previous war. This valu-
able document, which is thirty lines
in length, and contains historical in-
formation hitherto quite unknown,
will be published by *Dr. Johnson at
an early date. It is worthy of note
that his doctoral dissertation had to
do with Attic decrees down to 300
B. C., and it must therefore be par-
ticularly gratifying to him to have
made such an important contribution
to the stubject of his previous stud-
ies.

Dr. Johnson is a graduate of Dal-
housiec and Johns Hopkins Univer-
sities.
