SOLDIERS FROM CANADA
READY FOR ANYTHING

LONDON, April 26.—W. L. Grif-
fiths, secretary to the Canadian High
Commissioner’s Office, has returned
to London after a visit to the front,
which, though short, afforded some
realistic experiénces. He spent two
days in the trenches of the front line
only forty yards from the enemy, and
in taking a look through. a periscope
brought firiug on himself from Ger-
man rifles.

In motoring along a road in France
where the traffic was heavy Mr. (rif-
fiths’ auto collided with a car carry-
ing a Brigadier-General. The auto
carrying the officer was .oy its maid-
en trip and caught firc from blazing
petrol after the collision. It was de-
stroyed, but happily the occupants of
each car escaped injury. Mr. Grifliths
saw both Imperial and Canadian
troops in the trenches, and says that
the nien from Canada are fit and
ready for anything that may turn up.
An official report of his thip will be
esnt to Ottawa for publication in (he
Canadian press.

Although he declined to admit it,

Mr. Griffiths, while at the front, muade
preliminary inquiries In regard to
arrangements for taking the vote of
the Canadian soldiers if a gener-
al election takes place.
Sir Max Aitken is still indisposed
and unable to resume his duties as
official “eye-witness” for the Canadian
division.

Mrs. Long, wife of Captain Long,
formerly of the Rideau Hall staff, is
head of a committee of the British
Red Cross, specially organized to
search for graves of soldiers buried in
the battlefields. Lady Drummond of
Montreal, has received a report from
Mrs. Long, stating that the commit-
tee hayve already found a number of
graves of Canadians, of which a re-
cord is being compiled for the Cana-
dian Red Cross.

Earl Grey, former Governor-General
of Canada, gave a dinner recently to
a small group of overseas representa-
tives for the purpose of informally
discussing possible opportunities for
ex-soldiers  who desire to emigrate
after the war.

Sir Geo. Perley and Richard Reid,
agent-general of  Ontario, were  the
Canadian guests.

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SAFE PASSAGE FOR .
GOODS FOR HOLLAND
WASHINGTON,  April  26.—Ap-
rangements have been made hetween
the British and Dutch Governments,
whereby through embargoes or other
measures, possibility of supplies
reaching Holland by water, being
trans-shipped to Germany is elimin-
ated. Official notice was given 1o-
day that not only conditional contra-
band, such as food supplies, but ey-
en goods on the contraband list of
the British Government, may bhe given
safe passage to Holland through the
blockade lines. The British Xmbas-
sy issued the following statement:

“1—Shipments of wheat, wheat
flour, and meal, destined for consump-
tion in Holland, should be consigned
to The Netherlands Government.

“2—S8hipments of all other articles
on the British contraband lists, de-
stined for consumption in Holland,
should be consigned to The Nether-
lands Overseas Trust,

“—The Netherlands-American, the
Royal Holland Lloyd, and the Royal
Steamship Company have instructed
their agents that shipments of cocoa,
coffee and tobacco must also be con
signed to The  Netherlands Overseag
Trust.”

KAISER AMENDS THE
PRIZE RULES,

BERLIN, via LONQON, April 22--
Amendments to the prize rules gov-
erning the operations of the Gernwan
navy, signed by linveror William and
Admiral von Tirpitz, published in the
Reichs Anzeiger, were designed ag ‘‘a
reprisal for the - decision made by
England and her Allies contravening
the Declarvation of London of Febru-
ary 26, 1909,

Under the new order, field glasses,
nautical instruments, pig lead, aero-
planes, coal and coke 'are n:ade abso-
lute contraband, Several other com-
modities are added to the list of
sconditional  contraband;  incinding
wool, rubber, iron and several other
ores. The regulation preseribes that
these articles shall he assumed con-
ditional contraband destined for the
enemy if consigned ‘‘to order or to
a person. whose name does not ap-
pear in the ship’s papers or a per-
son in the enemy's territory.” In
such a case it is provided that a
ship shall be liable to capture even
it bound for a néutral port. -~
The order directs also that tondi-
tional contraband may be confiscated
without regard to the consignee when

RUSSIANS USE HAND
GRENADES WITH SKILL

PETROGRAD, via London, April 26
—The Russian War Office today gave
out the following account of opera-
tions at the front:

“A vigorous attack by the Germans
on our positions east. of Telepotch
and Polen was repulsed by ritle fire
and hand grenades. In the direction
of Stry a hostile attack on the height
near Oravozit was successful at the
start but towards evening our troops
made a counter- attack and re-occu-
pied’ the height after fierce fighting.
The captured prisoners, the number
of whom is now being ascertained,

“On the Iastern Rosseankka chain,
during the evening of April 18 we ex-
ploded & mine above a German trench.
Tmmediaely following this our infan-
try attacked with bavonets and c¢ap-
tured the position, taking in the neigh-
borhood of 100 prisoners as well as
four machine guus and one bhomb
thrower.”

The Socialists of Germany  agsert
that it will be impossible to starve
Germany, but express the belief that
the war cannot continue much longer,
in consequence of the disastrous  ef
fect on the econimic conditions of
all the countries engaged.
