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CREAM CHEESE CHOCOLATE
CAKE

2 t&blespoons—t;xfier

1/3 oz. package cream ocheese
1 cup sugar

1

egg
2 gquares (2 o0z.) unsweelened
chocolate
2 cups sifted cake flour
2!3 teaspoons baking powder
%2 teaspoon salt
¢ cup milk
1 teaspoon vanilla
METHOD: Cream the butter and
cream cheese together and grad-
ually cream in the sugar. Add the
e%g and beat thoroughly, then the
chocolate which has been melted
over hot water,
Sift the flour, then measure it
and sift again = with the baking
powder and salt. Add to the cream-
ed mixture alternately with the
milk, a small amount of each at a
time, then add the vanilla,
Pour into a greased cake pan and
bake in a moderate oven (350 deg.
F.) for about 1 hour. When done,
turn out onto a cake rack to cool
and then ice with your favorite
chocolate icing.

first, and chill, When firm, unmold
onto salad greens. Garnish with
whole strawberries and serve with
mayonnaise.
