1927-28 it was roughly $47,000600
gradually increasing, until in 1931-
32 it totalled about $66,000,000. Since
then it has been. decreasing, until
last year, 1934-35, it totalled 5314
millions approximately,

The net, disbursements, on account

of pensions, from April 1st, 1916, to
March 31st, 1934, totalled $600,681,-
033.52.

These are staggering figures, Mr.
Chairman, and cause one to pause
and consider. But please pause and
consider THIS before you arrive at
your final conclusion—we were on
the side of the victors—we won the
War.  But supposing we had lost it,
what then? I venture the predic-
tion that the figures I have given
you today, would be extremely small
as compared with what would have
been exacted from us by Germany
and her allies, They would have to-
day, possession of our customs
houses. and public industries--and
the last dollar would have peen
ground out of us. And they would
not soften their hearts by any claim
of ours, that we were unable to pay
as the Allies are doing today to Ger-
many. And so I say, do not consider
the returned man too harshly,

Do Not Want Charity

The most of them do not want
charity. What they do want, though,
is a fair chance to make good, and
if given that I feel the majority will
make good. Personally, I believe the
average Canadian is grateful and
proud of the effort and record of hex’
civilian army made in the Great
War; but time erases many things,
and we are all to prone to torget.
Remember gentlemen, the poem, “In
Flanders Fields,” where it says: “We
shall not sleep, if ye break faith
with us"--was a message to the civ-
ilian population as well as to theé
troops.

Some day, and perhaps the young-
est here may live to see it, the last
