standardizing the colors of almost
every flower in the world has been
completed.

The work, which took _three
years, was carried out by Robert
. Wilson, art director of the Brit-
ish Color Council, working in co-
operation with a committee of the
Roval Horticultural Society, lon-

don.

The full official list of plant col-
ors will be published by the so-
ciety, and in future horticulturists
throughout the world will be able
to use standardized names on their

seed packets and in describing
their plants.

“My first task” Wilsca said.
«was to separate the full hues

which are found in flowers. There
are 64 of them, but there are many
shades of each hue. I have exam-
ined 4.000 different fl-J-ers. They
were sent to me by horticulturists
all over the countrv.
