1-4 cup currant juice
3-4 pound (1 1-2 cups) sugar

Methed: .Mash the raspberries
that have been picked over and
thoroughly cleaned. Add the cur-

rant juice and bring the mixture to
the boiling point, stirring from the
bottcen to prevent burning. Heat
the sugar in a shallow pan in a slow
oven with the docr slightly ajar.
Add this to the fruit and stir until
the sugar is completely dissolved.
Now bring to a vigorous boil and
cook unti] it is of the desired con-
sistency or until it reaches 221 deg.
