200 Millioln Mark

OTTAWA, Oct. 27—(CP)—Cana-
dians ‘bought $182,988900 worth of
Canada Savings Bonds at the end
of 10 selling days, national head-
quarters reported over the week-
end. The total for the 10th day
was $22,170,060, while represented
in the cumulative sales were 461,~
T74 applications from individuals.
Ot the total, purchases through

400 and $47,222500 Wwas npayroll
subscriptions. Headquarters offi-
cials said there was still a consid-
erable lag in the reporting of pay-
roll sales, the latest cumulative
figure failing to reflect actual buy-
ing reported in plants located in
all provinces.

The $22,170,050 total for the 10th

Lone Survivor Tells
Grim Story Of Wreck

SYDNEY,., Australla, Oect. 27—
Jarmes -Cush,- Norweglan sailor,
told today the grim story of the
wreck of the coastal ketch Nova
and the wrecks of his three ship-
mates.

Cush —a gaunt skeleton after
119 days of starvation—struggled
ashore on New Caledonia Oct. 7
and now is in a United States
army hospital there.

The Nova's skipper, Grant West,
34, and crew members Frank An-
cerson, 36, and Frank .Pulling died
during the long battle with thirst
and hunger.

The Nova set out last June 10
on a coastal fishing trip. It ran
out of gasoline and later, during
8 storm, its sails and sextant were
washed overboard.

With only a day’s provisions,
West, Anderson, Pulling and Cush
began 1,000 miles of drifting. Af-
ter weeks of horror, the Nova
was wrecked on the Isle of Pines,
70 miles southeast of Noumea.
