Teheran Conference

While the details of the master plan to e-
feat Germany are not revealed, the Teheran
conference results, as viewed by an Associated
Press writer, seem to justify the following broad
outline of things to come:

1. The Red Army, which already has killed
twice as many Germans as died in the First
Great War, will continue through the winter
the offensives that have almost driven the ia-
vaders from Russia.

Allied bombers from Bstish
bases will tear harder at the Nazis'
will stave off inevitable defeat.

3. The Allied armies in Italy wili maintain
strong pressure on the Germans
up the Peninsula, and will be ready to take ad-
vantage of any withdrawals.

4. Preparations for a main invasion from .he
west, proceeding apace, will be stepped up even
more with appointment and arrival cf a com-
mander-in-chicf for Western Furope, expected
to be Gen. George C. Marshall, United States
Army Chiefl of Staff.

5. The great, final assault is not generally ex:
pected in the near future, bat meanwhile the
Russians and Allied airmen will give the Reich
plenty of trouble, while Allied propaganda will
continue to gnaw at German nerves.

“Although the pick of these products is ship-
ped away to Boston and New York to be served
at premium prices by the leading clubs, res-
taurants and hotels, Nova Scotia could still
supply her population with all of them it cou'd

ear.  Yet many families live on a diet mainly
composed of salt pork, hoiled potatoes hread,
pic_or cake. and tea, and choose to neglect the

infinite variety of [oodstuffs that could be en-
joved and the multiple attractive ways of pre-
paring them for the table.”

We might ask ourselves whether,
ored Province too, we are neglecting to muke
full use of the abundance and varicty of tee
good resources at our disposal. Nova Scohia
1s surely not the only province where the im-
portance of proper nutrition could be en-
phasized.

An Island Poet

Tt is pleasing to note, in the latest and best
collection of Canadian verse which has appea:-
ed o date, that prominent place is given the
work of John Hunter Duvar. The Book of Can-
adian Poctry: a Crilical and Historical Anilo-
logy, edited with an introduction and notes hy

Tml AL J. M. Smith of the Michigan %laic
College, East Lansing, devotes several fages
to this much neglected Island poet:

Fron: one poem in particular, The Ewmigration
of the Fairics, lengthy excerpts are given which
we quote in today’s Guardian. They give a ‘le-
hghtiul picture of times in this Province.
As noted by Prof. Smith, the tone is obviousiv
derived from Byron's Don Juan, but the wheie
invention is happy in its lightness and precision.
The name “Epaygoovat” used for th> Isiand is,
of course, a variation of the more familiar “Abeg
weit”; “Hernewood” was the poet’s own estate
at Fortune Cove. There in comparative retire-
ment he lived, in Prof. Smith’s words, “like a
Canadian  Sir Walter Scott—half feadal lo.¢
and half man of letters.” Tle had previousiy
served as Licutenant Colonel of a brigade at
the Halifax Garrison Artillery and later com-
manded a Prince Edward Island battalion of
the active militia. For ten years he was Dom-
inion Inspector of Fisheries for this Province.
He died at Hernewood in 1890, leaviig, besides
a mass of scattered pamphlets, T/he Enamorade:
a Drama, (1879) and De Roberval: a Drama
(1888). With the latter was published twe
narrative poems in mock-heroic verse, The Enu-
gration of the Fairies, above referrcd to, and
The Triumph of Constancy: a Romaunt. He
published privately some lyrics under the title of
John a’Var: His Lais. Annals of the Court of
Oberon appeared in 1893,

Tt is his appreciative introduction tc Duva 's
work that makes Prof. Smith’s anthology of
special mlcr(‘st to Island readers. “Duvar,” hLe
writes, “perhaps because of the aristocratic su-
eriority of his point of view, has not receive:l
his proper due from the historians of Canadian
iiterature, There is only a perfunctory line
or two about his work in Logan and French’s
comprehensive Highways of Canadian  Litera-
ture, and no mention of him at all in Rhodenizer's
Handbook of Canadian Literative. Critics whe
aqaise Mair's Tecumseh ought to look into Dy

forcing th“n‘
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Roberval. ' There they would find a genuine
Canadian theme treated with intelligence anc
wit and presented in a blank verse that has the
variety needed for drama and that can be
rhetorical when rhetoric is called for and easv,
colloqulal and terse when those qualities are
wanted.”

Of lhe Triumph of Constancy Prof. Smuth
writes: “It is as though one of the milder of
Chaucer’s tales had been retold by a siightly ir-
reverent Tennysm and the result, while nct
very important, is pleasanlex reading than some
of the Idylls of the King.”

Prof. Smith, a native of Montreal and grad-
vate of McGill and Edinburgh Universities, is
himself a poet, as might indeed be gatkered from
the insight he has shown in compiling this new
work of Canadian verse, which ranges all tue
way from translations of Indian and French-
Canadian folk songs to the work of moderns
born as late as 1918, It is a hook which is ai-
most certain to become a classic in its field, Fur
that reason, if for no other, its placing of
Duvar in his proper niche in Canada’s literarv
hall of fame is a matter of gratification,

With one judge dissenting, Montreal Court
of Appeal held that Macy’s Drug Stores, Regis-
tered, had made out a prima facie case for is-
sue of an interlocutory injunction to restrain the
City of Westmount from enforcing bylaw No.
523, adopied last June 30, to compel all drug
stores within the municipality to close at 7 p.m.
every day. The majority opinion of the Court
was that application of early closing should be
suspended in Westmount until a final judgment
was obtained on Macy’s action in the Superinr
Court attacking the validity of the Ly-law. The
concurring -judges were Chief Justice Letour-
reau, Justices St. Germain, Prevost and Errnl
McDougall. Mr, Justice Marchand dissented
Justice St. Germain delivering the majority judg-
ment said: “In my opinion the bylaw simply
proceeds to regulate arbitrarily the drug trade af-
er 7 pm. It is evident that it was not adopted
in the public interest but merely to protect six
or seven of the appellants’ competitors in West-
mount wlio desire to close their stores at 7 p.m.”

There are, so far, no scenes like the following
at our vendors’ doors, but Christmas is comiug.
Crowds described as largest since beer and li-
quor rationing started besieged government li-
quor stores and beer warehouses in Toronto in
an effort to obtain November ratious. Many
stores sold all stocks within an hour and hun-
dreds of persons were turned away after an hour
or more in line.  Tempers flared frequently.
One man said he drove at least 25 miles, mak-
ing the rounds of seven beer and liquor sto.es
without success. In Ottawa police were requir-
ed at Queen and Dalhousie strect beer ware-
houses to keep order amongst crowds anxions
to use their November coupons and “‘stock up”
for the approaching holiday season. A con-
stable was sent to the Queen street depot be-
cause the manager feared for his plate glass
window, so dense was the linc-up. At the Dal-
housie street branch the constable on the beat
devoted part of his time to keeping the crowd
in order.

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“The enormous demands for feed in the Uni-
ted States have been the chief dynamic in the
whole grain situation on this continent,” says
the current Review of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
which summarizes recent developments in the
wheat and grain markets against the background
of the supply and demand picture. The Re-
view traces the effects of these feed demands,
particularly upon wheat. In the last crop-year,
310 million bus. of wheat were used for feed
which, together with large quantities fot alcohol,
raised the total of wheat disposed of in the Uni-
ted States to ncarly a hillion bus. In the cur-
rent year, unless steps are taken to limit such
non-food utilization it might become so much
greater as to absorb the mountainous surpluc
of U.S. wheat by the time of the next harves:,

danger and offered Canaca a pro=
tective tariff, with the result that
he was returned to vower in 1878.
This Tariff fostered the manufac-
turing industries of Ontario and
Quebec but did nothing
Prince Edward Island. On the con-
trary, it not only added to the cost
of living, but it killed the tactories
already established, as they cotld
not compete with the mass-pro-
duced goods from Central Canada.

In 1873 the population of the Isl-
and was 94, Finding it impos-
sible, under the new ccndmons to
make a living, 75,000 Islanders
emigrated to other Canadian Pro-
vinces or to the United States.

In those days steamships were
