AND PAPER INDUSTRY

The occurrence of large supplics
of pulpwood in close proximity to
substantial water powers has en-
abled Canada to take a command-
ing positon in the pulp and paper
industry. The power demands of
the industry are large, approximate-
ly 100 horse-power per ton of daily

by hydro development js an essen-
tial factor in economic operation.
A further advantage of the use of
water power by the industry lies in
the utlization of surplus or off-
peak power in electric steam boil-
ers for the production of process
steam. The industry itself has an
hydraulic installation of 600,996 h.
p., of which 321,643 h. p. is connect-
ed to clectric generators, while ad-
ditional hydro-electricity is pur-
chased to operate a motor instal-
lat'on aggregating 093,024 h. p,
making a total of 1,594,000 h. p.
used in the industry of which more
than 82 per cent is hydro-electric.
