Election lists,were filled yesterday
with the biggest field of candidates
ever to seek places in the House of
Commons. Close to 900 will have
their names printed on the ballots
when Canadians go to the polls Oct.
14 to vote in the first general elec-
tion since 1930.

Nominations closed yesterday with
more than 800 candidates in - the
running for 245 seats. The greatest
previous number to seek election
was in 1921 when the field totalled
644. The Dominion-wide appeal of
two new parties and a bid in the
West by a third were responsible
for the unprecedented high candid-
ate-total.

Making up a grand total of 892,
nominations by provinces were: 11
in Prince Edward Island which has
four seats; 35 in Nova Scotia which
his 12 seats; 30 in New Brunswick
with 10 seats; 213 in Quebec with
65, seats; 310 in Ontario with 82
seats; 71 in Manitoba, seeking 17
seats; 83 in Saskatchewan with 21
seats; 70 in Alberta fighting for 17
“seats; 67 in British Columbia for'16.
seats and two In the Yukon, with
one seat.

Yesterday’s = nominations  took
place . in 167 ‘constituencies, with
candidates qualifying to try for 169
seats. Nominations were complated
in 76 of the more remote constit-
uencies the previous Monday, allow-
ing returning officers an extra week
in’ which to have election machin-
ery ready for Oct. 14.

The final drive on the part of the
major parties found every constitu-
ency with more than one candidate.
Until the last minute there seemed
a possibility - the veteran Henri
Bourassa, Independent Liberal,
would- be returned by acclamation
in Labelle, Quebec, for the second
straight time., But Maurice Lalonde,
Liberal, was nominated there.
