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Farm Interests Sacrificed

It is uscless for the Liberal press to attempt
to convince our farmers that there has been no
recent drop in lamh prices, or that this was not
connected with the 50 per cent tariff reducticn
given by the King Government on New Zealand
lamb entering Canada.. The sharp decline of
over a cent a pound was directly attributed by
packing houses to the uncertainty created by
the new treaty, and this occurred at a time when
the market was strengthening and the prospect
was that the price would go to 8 cents a pound.

Our contemporary refutes its own argument
when it admits that “when lambs become mor«
plentiful the price naturally drops; that is a
well understood rule of the market.” Heavier
New Zealand imports, following lower tariffs,
naturally result in keener competition and lower
prices. The fact that there are several grades
does not affect the issue one way or the other.

Why did not the King Government renew
the New Zealand treaty on the advantageous
terms negotiated by the Bennett Government at
the Empire Conference of 1932? It is prac-
tically the same except for the sweeping tariff
reductions on New Zealand lamb, poultry and
sther farm products. The butter tariff was not
‘ouched because our dairy producers are strong-
ty organized and the King Government knew
what would happen if they tinkered with that
ichedule. The lamb market may not be the only
one affected by the new agreement, but it has
bean the first to react adversely. This is not a
question of controversy, but of fact, as every-
one associated with the industry is aware,

That Dunning Budget

Injured Innocence

A revealing light on Japanese psychology is

thrown, quite unconsciously, in an address de-
livered by Past Governor Yoneyama at a meet-
ing of the Rotary Club of Tokyo, in which the
speaker set out to justify Japan's war activities
We quote from the Inglish transla-
tion, which is said to be feeble in comparison
with the “deep meaning 2+1 force” of  the
joriginal.
, “It is generally the case that when a war
fpreaks out,” says Mr, Yonéyama, “the world is
in habit of calling the strong side the aggressor
and their sympathy is liable to be shown to the
weaker, but in reality, the cowardly side. Call
it aggressor or defender—whatever you please:
but attacking is defending and defending is at-
tacking. The question rests upon how and why
the war was started.”

This question, notwithstanding its importance,
is not dealt with in the address. The speaker
fails to explain how Japanese troops, “unavoid-

_ ably driven to arms,” as he says, “for a righteous
Yy ) {

cause and fighting in perfect compliance with
international justice, and in accordance with
the laws of civilized nations,” happen to be do-
ing all their fighting on Chinese territory. TUhn-
less, of course, we accept the explanation that
“attacking is defending, and defending is a‘-
tacking.”

Interierence with Japan's invasion of China
would, in Mr. Yonevama's opinion, be an act of
cruelty to the poor Chinese! “We are; he says,
“in an age of scientific battle. With super-ad-
vanced arms and weapons, we are able to work
effectively, or in other words, the battle can be
concluded in a short time. Supposing a third
party should attempt to interfere or stand in
the way, it would only prolong war, which the
world dislikes and is yet unable to stop, and
would complicate the situation. The longer the
war continues, the greater the misery and suf-
fering of humanity.” !

Mr. Yoneyama assured his hearers that he is
“a lover of peace,” hut he could not help douht-
ing the sincerity of those who call war in-
human. “In the hattle we are waging, our sol-
diers, even if defeated, never surrender to the
enemy,” whereas “the number of enemy cap-
tives scems to ‘he rapidly increasing.” Tt was
found that some of these faptives were “fight-
ing without knowing what they were fighting for,
Fortunately,” when they surrender to our army
they get sufficient food and the wounded ones
receive kind treatment for which they feel grate-
ful to our men”” Think of that!

The Jannese, it seems, “have never harbour-
ad ill-fee' ne towsrd the innocent Chinese
[f only the att't+de of the rulers of China would
be changed and they would correct their mistake

n promoting anti-Japanese feeling,” all would
e well.

“Our Government,” says Mr. Yoneyama,
‘has repeatedly declared that Japan has not the

"none other need apply.

least thought of any territorial aggression.
When the war is over, in the treaty of peace
there will be various conditions stipulated, agree-
able to both parties.” (Mr, Yoneyama is here
quite evidently drawing on his imagination.
“The war” has not yet even been declared.)

“Our army in China,” he explained, “is al-
ready sharing their provisions for the relief of
the starving Chinese.”” That at any rate, must
be a comfort to those who escape Japanese
bombs, shells and machine-gun bullets,

Unfortunately, not withstanding all these
humanitarian efforts, other countries persist in
regarding Japan as the aggressor; and Mr.
Yoneyama suggests that this is because “the
Japanese are generally known as being very
poor in making propaganda.” That must have
provoked a laugh, even at a Tokyo Rotary meet-
ing. It was followed by the pious expression of
belief that “the truth will naturally reveal its
righteousness in the end.” i

Mr. Yoneyama, we may assume, represents
the enlightened clement of Japan. He is “a
man of peace” as distinct from the military class
who dictate the courntry's war policies. ~What
must be the temper of the War Lords, and what
hope, beyond that of armed intervention, is there
of persuading Japan to forego its “heroic”
campaign of pillage and plunder in China?

There is a new kind of textile mill in Newark,
Ohio, where a strange sort of fibre is being
made into industry’s latest science-created ma-
terial.  Not cotton, wool, sitk, linen or any oth-
er familiar fibre is being used. Instead it is
fibre made basically from sand. Tt is fibre of
glass. Because glass is a good electrical insula-
tor, it can be made into tape to wind around
wires and cables. Glass cloth is heing used in
filters for acids because it is acid-proof, Drap-
eries, theatre curtains, awnings and rugs will proh-
ably be the first forms in which glass fibres will
be applied to home and fireside. Because glass
does not hurn, glass textiles do not have holes
in them due 'to careless cirgarette smokers, They
will minimize fire risk. At present glass cloth-
ing produced is limited to some glass fibre
neckties worn more or less as a stunt by ‘some
of the experimenters. TLater glass dresses and
suits may be made,
