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ANOTHER ADVANCE

BY BRITISH TROOPS

In_an_Attack on German Positions the
British Advanced from 500 to 1,000
.Yards on a Front of Seven Miles Oyer-
‘coming all Enemy Resistance, Gaining
all Their Objectives and Taking 150
Prisoners and Guns.

(Ganadian Press Despatch.)

LONDON.— The text of the cfficial
announcement reads:

“Our troops attacked yesterday
evening south and east of Messines
and astride the Ypres-Comines ca-
nal. The enemy’s resistance was
quickly gvercome and the whole of our
objectives were gained in hoth terri-
tcries.

“We captured more than 150 prison-
ers and one howitzer and seven ma-
chine guns.

As a result of these operations and
the constant pressure maintained by
our troops since June 7th, we now oc-
cupy the German front trenches frcm
the river Lys to the river Warnave
and have advanced our line from 500
to 1,000 yvards on the whole front from

the river Warnave to Kleinzille-Beke
a distance of about seven miles. We

made a successful raidlast night north
of Lens, many ‘Grmans were killed in
hand to hanq fighting and a few pri-
scners were taken by us.

BRITAIN'S HARVEST IN THE WAR.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)
LONDON.— More than 100,000 pri-

.

soners have been taken by the British
during the war, Jameg Ian MacPher-
son, Parliamentary Secretary to the
War Office anncunced in the Com-
mons today, Up to the end of last
May 76,067 prisoners weré taken on
the western front to which must be
added at least eight thousand for the
month of June.

In Mgsopotamia 1,000 priscners have
been taken since July 1, 1916.

In Egypt the number of prisoners
taken since July 1st, 1916, is approxi-
mately 8,739,

On the western front the British ar-
mies have captured 434 guns since Ju-
ly first, 1916.

In Mesopotamia 142 guns have been
taken since the beginning of the war
exclusive of those lost at Ku
ra and subsequenﬂy recnpturéd.

In Egypt eighteen guns have been
taken.

The territory regained by the Bri-
tish on the western frcnt since July
1st, 1916, amounts to six hundred
square miles.
