But it was only after a gallant city team had shown a near capacit;

Trailing 2-0 at the halfway mark of ‘the third period on
Hudson and Shields, the former player proving Ml:lcht :hnt‘;‘ahw::

Fast, but ragged in spots, th2
game started out as,a close-check-

guess him on 'the second. Harold
Gross was another star behind the
Abbie line, at least six times
shunting off one and two man at-
tacks as his men would be caught
inside the Halifax zone.

Up front thz work of the
“rookies;” Lawlor, = Squarebriggs,
Steele and H. Currie, was a revel=-
ation. Time after time they hem-
med the winners in and on their
prrformance it was worthy that
the Abbic goal shculd come from
one of their sticks. The other line
of F. Currie, Nicholson and Kane
Jjust couldn't click, although at no
time: did they ever cease trying.

“Daddy” Bubar was the real
stumbling bleck for the locals last
night. He was “on” in every sense
of the word and it ‘took herculean
efforts to beat him just the once.
Grahem and Lavigne were  their
usual effective selvés while Hud-
son and Lennon were outstanding
on the attacking divisions.

Shifting his attacking line, Coach
Harold Gross sent Frankie Currie
to center to pivot Kane and Nich-
olson, while husky young Irvin
McKié paired up with the Abbie
mentor behind the Abbie blueline.

The front.lines of each squad
marking each other closely failed
to get in any real dangerous at-
tacks during their first stay on the
ice and it remained for Lawlor,
Squarebriggs and Steele to bring
the crowd to their feet as they
hemmed the Wolves in with their.
poring tactics. They controlled the
play and just before they were re-
lieved Steele’s low drive just skim-
med past the open corner of Bu-
bar's citadel.

A penalty to Lavigne when he
dumped Frankie Currie saw the
lccals fail to geh their gang atfacks
working and the Halifax defense-
man’s return left the teams even
in man-power.

Lawlor, Squarebriggs and Harry
Currie again gave Bubar two close
calls as they returned to the ice
and the crowd gave them a big
hand as they skated off for a well-
earned rest.

Nicholson was chased by Referee
McLeod and when Gross was pen-
alized a mihute later things looked
dark for the locals but brilliant

8ingle G. has a marvelous series
of outstanding credits, being the
winer of 99 races out of his 156
starts: only three times in' his
great career did he fail to share in
the purse awards, twice in 1925
when his sun was almost set, and
in his only appearance in 1926, the
year he was retired.

In seven of his campaigns he
raced in two minutes or better and
he is credited with twelve such
miles. He won 230 heats in 2.10 or
better and 134 heats in 205 or bet-
ter. No wonder we call him “the
horse that time forgot.”
