THE  TARIFF AND PRICES.

Writing to the St. John Telegraph,
a farmer from New Brunswick, now
settlted in Southern Alberta, tells of
some of the prices he pays for things
needed in his household and the list
includes these:

Kerosene oil, fifty cents a gallon.
Sugar, $1.50 for twenty pounds.
Molasses, forty cents a quart.

He adds that many of his neigh-
bors, who formerly occupied farms in
the United States are now compelled
to pay 35 per cent. more for farm
machinery and vehicles than they
paid on the other side of the line,
where they lived under the domain
of the harvester trust and all other
wicked combines. |

The weekly circular of Henry Claws
'& Co., under date of New York, Feb-
ru;\ry 4, says : ;

‘‘President Taft’s reciprocity plans
are finding greater favor with the
people than with the politicians, and
it would not be surprising if the lat-
ter were eventually forced to accept
the broad and liberal policy for
which he has lately so firmly stood.

This is polling day in the Second
District of Queens, and The Guardian
will record the result tomorrow
morning., The interest awakened has
been considerable, and if the weather
should prove favorable a pretty large
vote will probably be polled. We hear
of- some electors who talk of not go-
ing to the polls. This is not com-
mendable. In a contest of shch im-
portance both to the District and the
Province every - qualified = elector
should record an independent vote.

The Guardian had been discussing
the reciprocity question-long before
the bye-election in the Second Dis-
trict of Queens and has continued the
discussion since, Touching the_fisher-
ics question as afiected by the reci-
procity agreement we stated that the
license fee was reduced from §1.50
der ton to $1 for each vessel. The
Patriot stated that the reduction was
from $1.50 per ton to $1 per ton.
"This gross misstatement has not been
corrected by The Patriot, which still
has tne hardihood to say that The
iuardian is wrong.

There is little doubt that the reci-
drocity agreement, should it be giv-
en effect, will be followed by a strong
demand for an increase of the prefer-
ence on British goods. This increase
was specified as desirable in the re-
presentations made by the farmer de-
legates from the West when they were
at Ottawa. The effect of reciprocity
upon the British preference will not
be great, as it affects few articles
which we now  import from Great
Britain but it will certainly not in-
crease the value of the preference.
Sir Wilfrid. and his colleagues have
so firmly announced their determina-
ticn to maintain the preference in-
tact that we are inclined to hope
they may, under the circumstances
existing, increase it hereafter.

Dr. Andrew MacPhail, who was
rather dubious awhile ago about a
l'u(ii‘prncity treaty, thinks not unfav-
orably of ‘'the agreement -recently
made at Washington, as it leaves
either country free to withdraw ar to
deal with its own tariff as it may

choose. He has no fears of Canadian
loyalty being undermined by freer
trade. ‘““That allegation could be

left to disprove itself.”” He woent on
to say that ‘‘he felt that the people
at large would accept these propos-
als with enthusiasm, especially in the
Maritime Provinces, where, for 30
years, ' they had borne the full force
of the protective system, and profit-
ed the least by it. If these proposals
were put in force he believed a new
era would be opened for these Pro-
vinces, especially for Prince Edward
Island, which he expected would

double its population in this genera-
tion.”’
