God is well expressed by service ren-
dered to God's house. The world can
understand such an expression of our
feelings, and it is a help to the cause
of God. It is a poor, mean spirit which
can rejoice i God’s gifts to us and
at the same time can see God's house
neglected without being moved to
restore it. Joash in his youth was not
of this type; he manifested his thank-
fulness by restoring the temple.
Previous to this, however, the
King and people had convenanted to
be the Lord’s (11. Kings 11:17-20).
This was followed up by the over-
throw of the worship of Baal and the
utter destruction of eéverything con-
nected with it in Jerusalem. This
action is  significant. The evil gs
rooted out before the temple is
touched. The ethical precedes the
ritual. Obedience is better than sac-
rifice (1 Sam. 15:32). To nave restor-
ed the worship of Jehovah while '{1
worship of Jehovah while the abomin-
ations of Baal-worship were tolerated
in the land, and to plead for God’s fav-
or while His law was being violated,
would have been a mockery to the
Most High. God is holy and just; evil
is hateful in His sight. His first de-
mand of the nation is the removal of
all unrighteousness.

After the overthrow of Baal-wor-
ship the King, priests and people
turned with one accord to repair the
temple.

(1) All the resources of the temple
were used for this purpose. II. Kings
12:4 and 16 are difficult verses to
understand in view of our ignorance
of the customs of the time. But verse
16 seems to suggest that certain sac-
rifices were commuted for a money
payment at that time, and such monies
were turned ** oer to the repair fund.
Further, if verse 4 be compared with
Levit: 27:2-4 it .will be seen that vows
might be redeemed with money, and
the priests were authorized to fix the
amounts due. This also was to - g0
into the temple treasury. The point
of interest to us is that the resources
of God’s worshipping Adeople were all
devoted to this one purpose until it
was completed. The priests and Ley-
ites were directed to give the enter-
prise their time and attention, and
to push the work forward with all
speed. This shows how important the
work was regarded. The nation’s chief
concern for the time was to restore
Jehovah's worship.

(2). The free-will offerings of the
people were devoted to the same pur-
pose (II. Kings  12;4; II. Chron.
2410). It was a joy to the people to
help in such a work. Now a tax s
one thing (even a temple tax); a free-
will offering is another, wholly  dif-
ferent. The tax may be paid willing-
ly still it is a tax, while the free-will
offering is a tribute of thanksgiving
and devotion. In our country religious
institutions are supported almost en-

(3) Honest dealing characterized
all the work (IL.. Kings 12:15).  The
zreat difficulty in all Oriental coun-
tries is to get honest and reliable men
to take charge of any work. But so
high ‘was the enthusiasm with which
‘his work was undertaken, and so ex-
ellent the character of the leaders,
hat they did not need even to audit
he accounts of the men who handled
he money.
