The terrible need in Europe con-
tinues. In France, prices are still
rising and as even vegetables are
so dear, many children are suffer-
ing from malnutrition, Only ine
fants get milk, so that the school
children are brought up milkless,
and show it.

In Germany only children under
six get milk and food is a veritable
obsession with parents of growing
children, '

In Hungary, clothing is a prob-
lerm and children suffer physically
and mentally for lack of clothing
