ing.

A clarifying clause was added to
the rules, At present a junior is
allowed to play only one game dur-
ing the season for his club in either
intermediate or senior. For butter
definition, the clause, “this does
not include exhibition games and
the appearance on the lineup shall
be interpreted as taking part in
the game” was added to the rule.

The sessions will be continued
tomorrow when the resolution com-
mittee will submit further changes.
