out of the area as fast as he can af-
ter the bomb isdropped. That’s what
Army experts here say., But the
crew that is eventually picked to
drop the bomb must be perfectly
coordinated. Every movement they
make in the plane must be timed
to the split second from the take-
off'on the test day until the bomb
is released,

CHOOSE BEST CREWS

The slightest error or slip-up on
the part of one crew member could
foul up the months of planning
that are going into the test. There
will be more than 100 vlanes in
the air in the vicinity. They have
to be in specific juxtaposition with
the bopnbmg ship at the time the
t-mb is dropped.

Demobilization of the Air Force
has been so fast that no combat
crews remain intact.

STRICTLY SECRET

‘The only thing about the A-bomb
itself that’s known to the men
who will drop it is its approxi-
mate size and weight.

The ‘training of the crews is con-
cerned only with the timing that
leads up- to the actual dropping
of the- bomb, They aren’t fooling
with take-off practice and other
basic training.
