produets of the Philippines.”

Mr. Hoar said the thing to do now was
to make an appropriation of money suffi-
cient to relieve the distress of the Porto
Ricans. That course would be definite
and there would be no delay nor imhu-
manity init. He appealed to Mr. Foraker
not to insist upon a contrary course and
thus “keep bread out of the mouths of the
starving people for whom he had made so
eloquent an appeal b/ the tedious process
proposed by nuuw.”

The diseussion of the questions of con-
stitutionality involved in the bill was con-
tinued until about 5 o'cloek. Mr. Hoar
made the closing observation, taking
sharp issue with the principles enunciat-
ed by Mr. Foraker. The doctrine pro-
posed to be applied to Porto Rico and the
Philippines, he said, would not result in a
despotism because it was to be carried in-
to effect by moral men of high civiliza-
tion.

Mr. Bacon of Georgia introduced an
amendment to the Porto Ricanbill extend-
ing the customs laws of the United States
to Porto Ricoand adding the following
provisions:

‘There shall in aecordance with sec, 8.
art. 1. of the constitution of the United
States, be no duty or imposts levied, col-
lected or paidﬁxpon any articles imported

United States, and no duties or imposts
shall be levied collected or paid upon any
articles imported into any port of the
United States from Forto Rico.
