Whole Day Conference

The conversations of M. Paul-
Boncour and Sir John lasted all
day. The French Foreign Minister
made it plain that France cannot
agree with the German revised arms
demands, which were sent here con-
fidentially on Deec. 19,

Reliable reports sald Chancellor
Hitler wanted a German army of
300,000, fully armed, and equality in
war materials, and offered a 10-
Year pact of non-aggression.

It was reported also that Sir John
was ready to suggest that Germany
|ccept an army of 250,000, an arms
eontrol scheme, and certain moves
“oward “moral” disarmament.

Referred to Geneva

The French viewpoint, however,
was that the problem must be tak-
en up in Geneva where all interes~
ted nations will have a voice.

Meanwhile, M, Paul-Boncour and
Premier Camille Chautemps agreed
