(Special to the Guardian)
THE HAGUE, Jan, 4—Beneath the
surface calm the|waters of the second
Hague Conference on Reparations
are already troubled , and stormy
days may lie ahead. Foreign Minister
Curtlus of Germany and Premier
Tardieu of France oconferred privately
Friday night and while no com-
munique was isued The Star was re-
liably innformed that brisk words
were exchanged. Here Curtus, it is
reported,, took sharp exception to
Prmier Tardieu's question as to what
valility Germany's signature here
would have if as is more than pos-
sible the Relchstag overthrows the
Csabinet on a vote of confidence after
the return of the German leaders
from The Hague . Heer Ourtius
bristled butlended by giving assurance
that Dr. Schacht, the ‘Reichsbank
President, who hes been the German
government’s most influential critic
would come to The Hague if requir-
ed and would commit The Reichs-
bank to any decislons to which the
German Goverment agreed. America
remains the big unknown quatity
here.
