Prohibition’s Drawback

Like everyone of his predecessors, from Pre-
mier Peters onwards, Premier Campbell in his

“Swan Song” as head of the Government con-
fesses the impractcability of making Prohibi-
tion wholly effective, or even comprehensive.
Premier Saunders, it may be recalled, similarly
declared that it was impossible to enforce pro-
hibition, the boatleggers always being one move
ahead of the enforcing officers. Away from the

responsibility  of administering the Act, and
from his place on the bench, Mr. Saunders sug-
gested fewer restrictions on the padlocking of
bootleg premises, and Premier Campbell replies
that that will be attempted, though the dif-
ficulties in the way, where there are third party
interests, are manifest, )

The traffic, moreover, is not confined to
specific premises or individuals, it is general in
both urban and rural communities. A clergy-
man the other day complained that a young man
of his congregation, of Godly parentage, was
being lured to destruction through association
with a gang who “could take their liquor like
gentlemen” and apparently be none the worse
for it, whereas the youngster could not and
was neglecting his business and home. He did
not know whether the gang consumed vendor’s
or bootleg liquor, moonshine or extracts. What
he was aware of was that the youngster’s mother
was hearthroken over her son's waywardness.
How many other mothers are similarly distress-
ed? And this in a so-called Prohibition Island,
as a former Speaker of the House, used to re-
mind us, “entirely surrounded by water.” One
of the troubles is that our Prohibitionists them-
sclves have fallen from grace. In the old days
there was a strong self-convinced phalanx of
Prohibition advocates who both preached and
pracised absolute abstention. That generation
is almost extinct; now for the most part we
have merely political Prohibitionists who use
the cry as a means to an end—that end being
largely their own financial gain, political and
otherwise. Redemption .is not hereditary much
though one would like it to be. Each sucesmve
generation must go through the process, and
that is why we have churches, that is why it is
so essential the young should be brought up to
exercise self-control and taught how to keep as
far .as possible the straight and narrow path.
and why hope is held out of salvation to those
who having gone astray, may seek to return—
but

“Make not the path offensive to our God
By spreading st with carpets.”

Make-believe is not righteousness nor merely
political prohibition, individual or community,
salvation. As the Premier put it, that is but
8 balloon expanded by wind, where pressure on
one part simply makes a bump on another part,
and when the pressure is removed the balloon
resumes its windy rotundity, This, of course,
does not relieve the Government of blame for
lax enforcement. The Premier assumed sole
responsibility for the enforcement of the Pro-
hibition Act, and amended it to suit his pur-
poses, The best enforcement the law ever had
was when, under the Mathieson Government its
administration was placed in the hands of a
commission of clergymen., This did not com-
mend itself to Liberal  politicians, consequently
when Mr, Bell assumed office he substituted
politicians for parsons, Premier Campbell going
one better replacing the political commission
by a solitary politician with power to investigate
his own administration. That is the sort of
Prohibition we have today, and that is one rea-
son why both Judge Saunders and Premier
Campbell regret laxity of observance and dif-
ficulty in enforcement,

Labrador Lands

The question has been revived of the pios-
pects of Canada purchasing Labrador from New-
foundland. The St. John's (Nfld.) Evening
Telegram shows that numerous interests are
involved. It says:

During the hearings of the Labrador Boun-
dary Case before the Privy Council, it was
shown that Newfoundland had for many years
made grants of land in the territory to various
parties. These. included the issue of 17 licenses
in 1898, 17 in 1901-02, and 17 in 1903. Alto-
gether, the timber grants issued in those five
years totalled 10,782 square miles. In 1910 a
grant was made to the Hamilton Pulp and
Lumber Company of 4,810 square miles and
others to the same concern of 560, 486 and 107
square miles, totalling in all 5,963 square miles
The area was acquired under a 99 years lease
at the rate of $2.00 per square miles and the
payment of a royalty of 25 cents per 1,000 feet
board measure. It was subject to the provision
that the concern should complete the construc-
tion of sawmills with a cutting capacity of 1,
192,000 feet every twenty-four hours and should
eontinue to work the same,

The timber-rush outlined above, comprising
16,745 square miles, by no means includes all
the land claims that have been staked in Labre
dor. Some are known to have lapsed under th»
orovisions laid down in the Crown Lands A¢t
for failure to pay rents or royalties or for othe-
infractions of the conditions to which the licer-
ses are subject, but heyond the fact that over

—

10,000 square miles are still held. detailed ia
formation on the present situation is not avaii-
able,

Some of these grants cover as well as the tim-
ber areas the water powers situated within
their boundaries, In other words, they cotp-
prise the prime visible resources of Labrador.
Were Canada to make a purchase proposition, a
first condition would be that Newfoundland
gave the Dominion a clear title. In other words.
the claims of the licenses would have to be sats
isfied.  And what sum would satisfy them?
