No. 43: “The Ignition System”

After the trouble he had had with
his generator Smith resolved’ to
make a study of the whole ignition
system. But his plan would have
zone the way of all resolutiong had
he mot ‘been caught on the road
with a “dead” engine, He was lit-
erally forced to léarn or be strand-
ed.

It happened that I was in the car
with him, but when he looked at
me as much as-to say, “Here's a
job for you,” I decided to let him
worry over matters a while and
learn by the *“‘deduction” method.
“I'm sure the trouble is in the writ-
ing,” he hegap, ‘because the engine
stopped suddenly without any hesi-
tation, which is usually the case
‘when the gas line is to blame, 1
wonder if' it could be thig thing,”
he concluded, pointing to the coil
box. r!

“I'm" sure: I don’t know,” I said,
“But ‘wouldn’t it be more logical
to start with the ignition wires?”

“Yes,”” Smith agreed, “but they
seem to be connected to the spark,
plugs and apparently the wires!
are not hroken.”

“Very good. 'Then the next thing
to do ig to examine the distributor,
There can’t he-anything wrong with
the spark plugs, hecause they
wouldn’t all go bad at once; you
could get a little action out of the
engine anyway.”

Smith began looking around for
tho distributor and ended by ex-
amining the connectiong on the
generator.

“You might ag well ba examining
tha brakes,” 1 saldd “They arel
ahout as much to blame for this
breakdown as the generator, ”

“I thought this was the distribu-
tor.” Smith pleaded.

“You should know better,” I re-
torted. “What does the word dis-
tributor mean? Simply a meang of
distributing the ignition current to
the respective plugs. Thus by fol-
lowing the ignition wires back from
the plugs you arrive at the head
of the distributor. Each wire ends
in a contact point on the inside
of the cover. The electric current
coming up through the ghaft is dis-
tributed to the contact polnts by
means of a rotor, which works in
unison with the timer, so that the
spark arrive at each cylinder at the
right time.”

“At the point Smith looked wor-
ried. ‘“Here’'s a thing that puzzles
me,” he said. “For electric cur-
rent yow have got to have two
wires; one for the positive charge,
the other for the negative. How
does the spark get to the plugs
through these single wires?’s
