Is Recalled

PHILADELPHIA, March 19 —
(CP)—James E. Macusker, 172,
owner and editor of ‘T*he Jour-
nal Of Commerce” for more than
50 years, and legally insane at
night and sane in the daytime for
eight years, died here Saturday.

In 1923, his wife, Mrs, Jeannle
Macusker, appeared as complain=
ant against him in domestic re-
lations court on a charge of mon-
support. The court committed Mr.
Macusker to hospital for observat-
fon and later there was a hearing
on the question of his sanity.

The. judge decided that Mr.
Macusker’s mind functioned nor-
mally ‘for 12 hours daily beginning
at 8 a. m., but between 8 p.m. and 8
am. was swayed by delusions in
which he imagined himself the vic-
tim of a political plot to ruin him
and was convinced of his wife’s in-
fidelity.

From 1023 to 1936, Mr. Macusker
went about his customary affairs
between 8 am. and 8 p.m. After 8
pm, in accordance with an order
of the court, he entered the
Friend’s Asylum and was put to
bed, to remain until the dawn of
at 8. a.m,
