ANNUAL MEETING OF
EXHIBITION AS SOC'N

(Continued from First Page.)

New Brunswick Exhibition few entries
were recelved from th; Marisime Pro-
vinces. They expressed appreciation of
the hearty co-operation of the Maritime
S'ock-Breeders' Assoolation, which body
were unremitting io their efforts to assist
in every way

They thanksd the judges for Invaluable
aid, and the Domimioa Live Stock Com-
missiovers for aghin enabling them to
proecure the services of such first-rate
men.

The report also referred to the co-oper-
ation of the Board with the Local Govern-
ment in making a small grant towards a
seed show held in Coarlottetown last
spring as which there were 97 cntrles,
and the valuable informatiom given by
Messrs. Clark, by the attending agri-
culturists and from the Dominion Govern-
ment's KExperimental Farm, regretting
that owing to the defloit this year a
similar grant could not be recommended
for the coming year. The directors re-
commended that the seed show to be held
bty the Local Government Department
of Axriculture this year be eontinued
with & show or exhibition of fat catt'e.
Referenc: was made also to the Board
having set up a system of turn sty es
The Secretary’s repirt shows that the
Bosri cfterel $5,238,52 in prizes of which
$3,816.37 was actually paid to exhiti ion
prize winners.

The total expenditure was $9,775,82 and
the receipts $9.622,50 leaving a defloit of
$15359. The balaace expended for Ex-
hibition purposes over and above the
Covernment grant was $2,487,81.

President Haszard Jexplained that the
Direotors were unable to give a grant to
the Seed Grain Show this year owing to
the deflcit. The Secretary’'s services had
however been given free last year and
would be given again this year.

George E. Hughes pointed out that
the whole government grant ef $4000 tad
been expended in prizes,and forjudges snd
over $5000 were offered in priz:s. He
urged a grant from the government for
seede, grain, and fruit shows.

After further discussion the adoption
of the annual report was passed.

Judge Warburton urged that it be as-
certained as soon as possible whethor the
Government will give a grant. A leading
member of the Government had remark-

ed that he did not know whether it was

worth while to give a grant this year.
George E. Hughes said that the report

of the present, year was strongly in favor
of a continuzd graant. The only argument
formerly was that the grant did not go
to the people but this year's report shows
that none goes into the pockets of the
shareholders.

Before the election of dirctors F. H.
Beer asked to be relieved from the posi-

tion he had occupied as director for some

years,
Judge Fitzgerald and President Has-

zard eulogised the work of Mr. Beer as a
director aud greatly ragretted his decic-
ion to retire.
