BERNE, April 6 —(AP)— Alex-
andre Millerand, former President
of the French Republic, died at his
home in Versailles today at the age
of 84, the Swiss Telegraph Agency
reported in a dispatch from Paris.

Millerand, who served as Minis-
ter of War in 1914 and 1915, was
elected President in 1920 and held
office until 1924, He was Commis-
sioner General for Alsace and Lor-
raine in 1919-20.

May Cut Retail
Deliveries Further

TORONTO, April 8 —(CP)—Fur-
ther restrictions of retail deliveries
of goods by the Prices Board in
order to effect savings in gasoline
and rubber was forecast here today
by W. M. McCutcheon, services ad-
ministrator, at the Canadian Retail
Federation Conference.

“We have got to have greater
savings in the use of automotive
equipment,” he said, “anc are sat-
isfied that the savings to date are
only a start”. He thought this might
be accomplished by “an order
limiting the frequency of deliveries,
requiring that ‘orders be placed
one day before deliveries anc by
allowing pocls to be operated.”
He said the Prices Board was
prepared to give assistance to any
groups wanting to start a cooper-
ative delivery system.

Former Newsman

HALIFAX, April 6 —(CP)—Sqdn.
Ldr. Malcolm J. MacLeod, a native
Nova Scotia newspaperman who
rose to command of the top-scoring
fighter squadron in the R.A F, has
be 1 posted as missing in the Mec-
iterranean theatre.

Relatives of the 25-year-old flier,
a former staff writer of the Can-
adian Press, have been advised he
has been missing for several weeks.
The scene of his disappearance
cannot be disclosed, but it was one
of the most action-filled areas of
the war.

Medical Assn,
Views On Socizl
Security Plan

OTTAWA, April 6 —(CP)— Or-
ganlzed meaicue in Canada looks
w the creauon ot a sysiem of
heaun insurance 1or thus country
superior to any whicn has been de-
visea or opelated anywhere else,
tne House of Commons commitiee
on social security was informed to-
aay 1 a submissipn irom the Can-
awan Medical Association.
Fuwl approval of the principle of
healih msurance was expressed in
the submizsion, but it was stressed
tgat it would involve “great and
pernaps unwelcome changes” for
the medical proiession. !
The Assceiaticn's submission was
drawn up in the lighy of what Dr.
1. C. Routley, C.M.A. general sec-
retary, descrived as many years of
study and before the Association
was In  possession of the draft
health insurance proposals
now before the committee,
In many respects, however, the
Association's proposals were par-
allel to those in the draft.
However, whecre tae draft pro-
posals contemplate an all-inclusive
healtn insurance plan, compulsory
for all classes of the population,
the Association's submission men-
tioned the tixing of an income
limit over which persons would not
be required to participate in the
plan,
The Aszociation insisted, as is
provided in the ddraft, that there
be no bottom level to the plan and
that those with low incories and no
incomes at all should get medical
services on the same standard as
provided for those able to pay
their contributions.
Provincial rather than Federal
administration was favored by the
Aszcelation and it favored admin-
istration by independent commis-
sions responsible to the Legisla-
tures through the provincial min-
isters of health, rather than ad-
ministration iy departments of
health.
Federal legislation to provide
grants in aid to the provinces and
obtain a large measure of uniform-
ity as between different provinces,
while leaving room for dealing with
different situations in different
ways, was urged.
The submission said the insured
person should have the right to
choose his own doctor and that the
doctor should have the right to
cheose his patients.
The submission wurged that any
scheme of cash benefits for sick-
ness should not be joined to health
insurance but should be adminis-
tered with unemployment insur-
ance or in some other way.
On this point Dr. Routley sald 1t
was embarrassing for doctors to
have the say when a patient should
go back to work and cease drawe
ing benefits. The doctor’s attitude
on the length of time for which
cash benefits should be paid would
then be a factor in the patient's
choice of doctor.
Remuneration for those render-
ing health services should berea-
sonable and in conformity with
standards of service expected of
them, said the submission. Some
variation in the method of vaving
the general practitioner might be
necessary in different areas.
