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SUMMERSIDE PAST AND PRESENT.

The fire of four years ago, wide as
was its ruinous sweep and great as
were the losses inflicted, did not
crush Summerside. On the contrary,
when the first shock of the disaster
had passed, it stimulated her energ-
ies andiset in operation new forces of
enterprise and progress. One by one
the public buildings, churches, resid-
ences amd shops of the burned dis-
trict were replaced by new and mod-
ern structures and today the devast-
ation of that dreadful October night
has practically disappeared, having
scarcely a visible scar.

A first move almost was to set in
motion the machinery to supply the
Town" with water works and sewer-
age. It was felt that without these
improvements there could be no suf-
ficient security against another con-
flagration, nor could the citizens en-!
joy. to the full the modern' conven- |
iences or the security against dis-
ease to which they were entitled.
Therefore a commission of three mem-
bers was appointed to make provision
for equipping the Town with these
important improvements. J. S. Hin-
ton, T. B. Grady and J. A. McNeill
were the commissioners.

After matured deliterat'on and preli-
minary tests it was decided to bore
artesian = wells, and if good water
were found, to build a pumping sta-
tion and so supply the Town with
water. Two wells were bored and an
ahundant supply of purest water was
obtained. Official analysis made at
Ottawa attested its excellence. The
pipe was secured for
mains and other pipes required, with
the happy result that not a hreak or
a leak has *yet occurred in the sys-
tem. On an elevated site at the rear
of the Town a large stand pipe was

erected 120 feet high and with a ca-
pacity of 360,000 gallons for fire pro-
tection purposes. This gives a pres-
sure of 90  pounds on Water Street,
and is sufficient for a fire fight of six
hours without pumping, and always
ready for any emergency. As for the
wells, their supply is so abundant
that ten minutes after the cessation
of long-continued pumping they are
overflowing. i
Simultaneously with the construc-
tion of the water system the sewers
were put down, and at a first cost of
$90,000 the Town was equipped in the
most complete manner with the two
systems so essential tb a modern and
I progressive city. It was in every way
a splendid investment. We know of no
town in Canada of like size
has obtained such value for

other
which

the money, and many a town has
paid twice as much for far less satis-
factory and valuable improvements
in these lines, In the mere matter of
convenience and health alone they are
well worth their cost, and in security
against 'fire and in reduced fire in-
surance they are easily worth as
much more.

The introduction’ of water and sew-
erage kept the plumbers very busy in
supplying connections and fittings for
the public buildings, residences and
other structures with the latest im-
provements connected therewith, and
in the few brief years since th great
fire the entire interior economy of
the Town has been revolutionised. As
in other communities there were some
who doubted and feared for the Town
to incur the expense, but apparently
all are now  convinced of the great
value of the change and few, if any,
would return to the old
order of things at” any
price. - Water and sewerage - are
foundatiooal to progress and advance-
ment in any town of the size and
importance of Summerside, and their
introductionn has given a new and
strong impetus to the civic life of the
Western Capital.

With the advent of the water sys-
tem Summerside has entered upon a
new era of expansion and develop-
ment: Apart from what we have not-
ed in regard to the rebuilding of the
burned area, the signs of progress and
improvement are to be noted on ev-
ery hand. New streets have been op-
ened up and some spdendid new resid-
ences erected thereon. Concrete side-
walks have been = laid down in the
principal business section and will be
extended from year to year. Civic
pride has been awakened, and on all
sides a determination is evinced to
make the town attractive,

The excellent so0il beneath gives
most luxuriant igrowth and verdure
to the trees which line the streets.
The work of the paint brush is in
evidence on the right hand and on the
left. In a drive pretty much all over
the Town under the guidance of a
most hospitable citizen, the writer
was surprised at the number.of artis-
tically beautiful residences, attesting
at once the good taste and wealth of
their owners. Signs of prosperity
were to be seen in abundance, and
we have yet to visit a Canadian town
of like size in which poverty or the
‘slum’’ quarter is’ less 1n evidence
than in the busy Western Capital of
Prince Edward Island,

tion with the mainland.
In regard to the first of these which
is a matter of tender and contract,
there may be some force in the con-
tention that the lowest tender, hav-
ing due regard to quality of the
goods to be purchased, is entitled to
precedence, But if any favor is to be
shown it ought to be extended to a
focal industry for the supply of a lo-
cal want. We have relatively few in-
dustries as compared with the big
central Provinces of Canada. The
policy of protection has hit us hard
and we bear heavy burdens for the
benefit ' of western manufacturers.
Clothing and uniforms come within
the line of well-developed local in-
dustries and it would seem that our
local tiradesmen have a very strong
claim to be considered in the supply
of what is required by the Govern-
ment in this line within the Pro-
vince. This seems to be recognized.
In regard to supplies, repairs and
the home port for the winter steam-
ers our claims pre doubly strong.
The winter steamers are in existence
solely because of Prince Edward Is-
land. They were stipulated for in the
treaty terms and the act of union
with Canada. Every steamer which
successive Governments has put into
this service is, so to speak, charged
up against Prince Edward Island.
When a new steamer is wanted
demand has always come from Prince
Edward Island and not from Nova
Scotia or New Brunswick,

Yet it iis a fact, a regrettable and

deplorable fact, that more and more
our rights in regard to the mainten-
ance, supply and repairs, as well as
all matters of patronage and appoint-
ment to the service of these. steamers
have been ignored wor , taken away.
This has produced here a sense of
wrong and a feeling that we have
not been and
treated. The encroachment has been
insidious but, constant, until the win-
ter steamers have come to be treated
as if /tney belonged more to Nova
Scotia than to.Prince Edward Island,
This Province is c.harged with  the
cost of the steamers while Nova Sco-
tia claims the lion’s share of the pat-
ronage connected therewith.
We do not think that this is a mat-
ter of deliberate purpose on the part
of the Government, but rather that
the Ottawa ministers, who are con-
cerned with many other aflairs - of
great moment, have overlooked it.
We therefore again respectfully call
their attention to the matter as we
have before done. A small community
such as ours is naturally jealous of
its rights amid sensitive in the mat-
ter of fair play. We have suffered in
many ways, from the tariff, from un-
fair transportation rates and in loss
of representation. In justice we are
surely entitled to rearonable treat-
ment in the matter of the winter
steamer patronage. 'The Guardian
will uphold to the best of its ability
the efforts of our representatives to
impress .upon the Government, the
fact that it is this Province and not
Nova Scotia that has the first claim
to any favors in that regard.
