Sir,—We notice in recent issue, a
letter signed “Canadian” on “Spring
Shooting,” but we do not think thqt
the resolution as read in the House
{ will meet with the general approval
of our law-abiding citizens. Some
people appear very anxious that our
American friends may get too much
shooting and the geese and brant
belong wholly to Canada. What
country feeds them for us all winter
so we cannot exactly claim a mono-
poly of them? ‘A lot of our people
do not appear to know the causes
that brought about the Treaty with
the U. 8. A. with regard to birds that
visit both countries.

Some years ago, thoughtful men in
the U. 8. A, men who were true
sports and who wished to see the
game birds protected, men who wish-
ed the coming generations to be able
to enjoy the sport of hunting game,
viewed with alarm the rapidly de-
clining number of game birds due to
( the large increase in the
number of gunners, the better,
larger and longer ' shooting range
guns, fast boats, live decoys, and ev-
ery other device known to man, to-
gether with the fact that civilization
was fast encroaching on their breed-
ing grounds, and the fact that nets
were being used where they could be,
drawn in, killed at leisure and sold
and shipped into the large cities by
the barload, made the people realize
that in a very short time, there would
be no birds left for anybody, but they
would follow the paths of the buf-
falo, which in the memory of men
now living, were as numerous as the
sands on the sea shore, but today
