The nearest to world’s record
time was hung up by F. P. Reid,
in winning the 100 yards dash, fin-
ishing in 9 9-10 seconds, two fifths
of a second slower than the record
listed for Percy Willlams of Can-
ada and Frank Wykoff of the
United States.

In the six mile run, J. Poots, of
Saltwell, finished first in 30 min-
utes, 25% seconds, compared with
Nurmi’s listed world record of
29:36 3-5.
