Sir James Barrie, -who has been
almost silent since that haunting
fantasy, “Mary Rose,” was pre-
sented some 15 years ago, has a
new play in hand in which Eliza-
beth Bergner will appear, This
work will probably have a trial run
in Edinburgh,

Bernard Shaw is to give us a
play named “The Millionairess,”
in which Miss Edith Evans is cast
for an exacting role. rederick
Lonsdale has written something in-
tended to show off afresh Miss
Edna Best's quality.

New works are also expected
from Noel Coward and Ivor Novel-
Jo. The latter's “Glamorous Night”
is doing great business at Drury
Lane—a particularly happy position
considering that this historic play-
house for the last few y°ars has
not been very fortunate im its!
choice of new works.

John Gielgud, who has just fin-

. ished a successful season in “Noah”,
a very beautiful play based on the
life of the amphibious patriarch
and his family, is shortly to ap-
pear in & revival of “Rome> and
Juliet” under somewhat movel con-
ditions. The run will open with Glel-
gud appearing as Me:cutlo and
with Laurence Olivier as Romeo.
Later they will change over in
these parts and continue to alter-
nate in them th.ough the run. This
will be the first time “Romeo and

* Juliet” has been seen in the West~
End since Doris Keane put it on
in 1919,

Gielgud, who s only in the early
30's, has gained an assured pos'tion
as a Shakospearian actor. His de-
piction of Hamlet last year was
recognized as comparable in merit
with that of many of the great
tragedians of the past, There is to
be a season of Shakespeare at the
Lyrie Theatre, Hammersmith, where
Sir Nigel Playfair conducted for
years so gallant a fight for intel-
lectual drama., On the other hand
the Old Vie and Sadlers Wells,
which used to make a sp°c'alty of
providing = Shakespeare for the
groundlings, secm  to have given
themselves up completely to grand
opera, ba'let, and poetical drama.
The Old Vic has opened with “Peer
Gynt,’ in a new translation by R.
Ellis Roberts. The admirable per-
formance of Willlam Devlin in the
name part has confirmed compet-
ent beholders in their opinion that,
added to his recent appearance as
King Lear, he is one of our most
promising of young actors,

Covent Garden has opened its
season with “Koanga,” the third of
Frederick Delius’ six operas, The
work has waited 40 years for pro-
duction and the critics say that
while- it represents an immature
Delius, the composer gave it hints
of his genius for atmosphere.

Something of a curlosity is of-
fered by the revival, by Sydney
Carmol], for the first time in near-
ly two centuries, of Otway's com-
edy, “The Soldier's Fortune.” We
are told that while the dialogue of
this restoration drama has been
considerably tomed down it “still
refrains from describing a spade as
an agricultural implement.” All the
same, if the play to a certain ex-
tent conveys some of the bawdiness
of the stage-work of Charles the
Second's time, there are beholCers
who find its words and action
more palatable than the suggest-
Iveness of some of the modern
“smart” ocomedies.

MINNEAPOLIS, Oct. 23—By
means of an artificial heart, the
udder of a dead cow has been made
to give milk, Dr, W. E. Peterson,
University of Minnesota scientist,
disclosed today.

Dr, Peterson devised the antificial
heart to aid him in studyilng the
fat content of milk.

He sald that it led to a new and
better test for butterfat. The new
test s known as the Minnesota
Babcock butterfat test, a refine-
ment of the Babcock method, the
scientist « asserted. It enabled
creamery testers to obtaln more ac-
curate results, i

Milk In Scientific Test

Udder Gives

Kept “Alive” 13 Hours

Dr. Peterson said that on one oc-

casion he kept an udder “alive” for
13 hours and milked it five times
during that period. This was ac-
complished by prolonging crcula-
tion of blood through the gland by
means of a mechanical heart and
utilizing the animal’s lung.
P The lung also was kept abtlve for
the same length of time as the ud-
der, he said. Both were affixed to
the mechanical heart.

The mechanical heart is a re-
volving disc with an iron arm on
each side, The arms are parallel but
jut out from the disc at different
levels, As the disc revolves, pro-
pelled by an.electric motor,” the
arms press rubber tubes through
which the blood flows.

This gives the same pulsating ef-
feot as the heart in a living body,
Dr. Peterson sald, At first, efforts
were made to keep the udder allve
merely with the mechanical heart
but the att were sful
because the blood deteriorated from

France to Increase
Its Mobile Police

. 24—(C.P.~-Havas)—
France'’s mobile police probably
will be increased to a total of 20,-
000 men to maintain a constant
check against political disturb-
ances, it was learned tonight after
Premier Laval's domestic and for-
elgn policies were unanimously ap-
proved by the Cabinet.

The possibility of serlous disord-
ers on the part of the militant
Croix de Feu Nationalists and any
other government opponents who
may emerge in future would thus
be countered by a speedy armed
patrol system.

M. Laval is expected to present
stricter decree laws than those at
present in operation against earry-
ing firearms, ammunition caches
and public demonstration.

It was reported here tonight the
Croix de Fue held a violent dem-
onstration at Bonneuil following a
secret meeting of its leaders at
Corbell. Police denied their pat-

rols were obliged to intervene at
any point, however, and stated no
public demonstration had occurred.

Pillows should be looked
over to se if they require new
ticks, and if this be the oase they
should have néw ones; but before
putting in the feathers, rub the
ticks thoroughly all over inside, and
particularly down each seam with
beeswax, then fron these all over
with a faitly hot - iron. You will
not find any feathers working
through the ticks after this treat-
ment. Do not use soap, it Is use-
less for this purpose. s

Mattresses may need recarding,
and it is possible to get these-done
by some firms in one day now, but
personally.
