LLOYD GEORGE A!&D
CHURCHILL DISSATISFIED,

Mr. Lloyd George, as he entered
the House, was greeted with groans
and crys of ‘‘Jerry the Butcher,”” and
“Limehouser."’ Both he and Mr.
Churchill are said to be extremely
dissat sfied at the Premier's lack of
strength, and a general election is
believed ir:minent.

It is certain now that the army
will not be used in Ulster, and civil
war for the moment is averted.

Lord Morley in the Upper House,
and the Prime Minister in the Com-
mons indirectly hinted that the King
had taken an active part in the pre-
sent crisis.

LONDON, March 26.—It is general-
ly conceded to-day that Asquith by
the stand taken in the Commons yes-
terday, has regained the support not
only of Liberals, but of the Irish
and Labor M. P’s.
