SOME  ANIMATED DISGUSSIUN

) NATIONAL SERVICE.

The Minister of Militia, replying to
a quecstion by Mr. K. Pardee in the
Commons today, made public some
interesting facts in regard to the Na-
tional Service Registration  Cards
sent out last winter and now analysed
anq collated. 'The total number of
replies secured was 1549360 or a
little over eighty percent of the es-
timate number which would have heen
received had all the cards sent out
bheen filled in. 7

The totdl number who are classed
as “Military Prospects”, according to
the answers given on the cards, ' is
placed at 346,470 but of these approx-
imately forty percent are now engag-
ed in Agricutture, shipbuilding, muni-
tions or mining and consequently can
hardly be drawn upon under present
conditions. Apparnetly Canada has
still something like 150,000 males of
Military age who have not vet eniist-
ed and who would if selective conserip
tion came Into force be available for
The classifica-
tions given of “Military: prospects” is
as follows:
