Changes in Animal
Quarantine Rules

Several new ‘clauses appear in
the amended regulations just issued
relating to the quarantine and
heatlh of animals, operated by the
Health of Animals Branch, Dom-
inion Department .of Agriculture.
Concerning the importation into
Canada of cattle frém the United
States, clause (d) of section 39
States: “Cattle six months old or
over, excluding steers and those for
immediate slaughter, must be ac-
companied by a certificate signed
or endorsed by a veterinarian of
the Unjted States Bureau of Ani-
mal Industry showing that the ani-
mals were subjected to a blood test
for Bang’s diseace (infectious abor-
tion) with negative results .within
sixty days of the date of exporta-
tion, When not so accompanied,
such cattle may be detained in
quarantine for such period as may
be deemed necessary 10{ the con-
duct of a test for Bang’s disease.
Reactors shall bpe ., permanently
marked, slaughtered under inspec-
tion forthwith without compensa-
tion, or returned to the country of
origin.

With reference to regulations of
quareantine, . section 54 states:
“Quaranting stations shall be under
the care and subject to the orders
of the - veterinary inspector in
charge, who shall have the general
superintendence and control of the
employees and attendants, ‘and all
other matters in connectio there-
with. Entry on to the quarantine
premises by other persong’is pro-
hibited un'ess written authority
has first been obtained from the
Veterinary Director General.”

On the same subject, section 58
directs that “Cattle unaccompan-
ied by a satisfactory certificate of
blood test for Bang's disease shall
not be discharged from quarantine
until they have been submitted to
a blood test by an authorized offi-
cial. Cattle reacting to the sald
blood test shall be permanently
marked, slaughtered under inspec-
tion forthwith without compensa-
tion, or returned to country of
origin.,”

Seotion 90, which prohibits any-
one defacing, concealing or taking
out wholly or in part any perman-
ent mark applled under direction
of the Veterinary Director General
to cattle reacting to the tuberculin
test, hasbee n enlarged to include
the test for Bang's discase, In like
manner seciop 91 orders that “No
person shall remove official identl-
fication ear tags affixed to an ani-
mal by an {nspector except under
the authority of the Veterinary
Director General.”

In regard to the feeding of
swine, vegetable refuse has been
included in section 93 which states:
“The feeding ol swine upon gar-
bage tor swill, meat scraps and
offal, and vegetable refuse, either
raw or cooked, obfained elsewhere
than on premises where fed, is pro-
hibited, unless special permission in
writing is first obtained from the
Veterinary Director General”

Mating The
Breeding Pen

(Experimental Farms Note)

The mating of the breeding pen
should be a matter of serious study,
and careful consideration, for the
success of future operations de-
pends more on this than on any
other phase of poultry work. Not
only does next season’s success.de-
pend on it, but it may seriously
affect the work of future years as
well,

If trapnesting and gree
breeding /have been followed, full
advantage should be taken of the
progeny test, and males and
females that have been proved to
be breeders by the test should be
used in future matings and the
offspring, particularly the sons of
those matings that have proven
best retained.

For many years the endeavour in
breeding has been largely along
high egg production lines and in
many cases not sufficient atten-
tion has been paid to bread "type
which is conductive to high table
quality.

A drive has been inaugurated
this year to try to improve the type
of Canada's markKet poultry. (See
publication 482, Farmer's Bulletin
2 Dominion Department of Agri-
culture). Stress should be laid on
vigour, breed type and the quali-
ties as outlined in the  bulletin,
without, however, losing sight of
the egg-laying qualities of the
flock.

The male is half the pen, and
special care should be taken in his
selection, He should be the son of
a high-laying, large-egg hen, and
should be well-grown, show good
size and breed type, and above all
he should be vigorous.

While vigour may be denoted in
every section of the bird—the
broad back, deep body, well set
legs, and general action—nervous
force, the paramount requirement
in an egg breeding male, is indicat-
ed by a bright prominent eye set
in a clean-cut face. This is the
kind of a male that should give
results when mated to equally care-
fully selected females.

It will pay those. who have no
such males, to purchase them from
careful breeders who have them.

A safe plan to avold all danger
of the bringing in of disease, is to
purchase pedigreed hatching oggs
or day-old chicks, and select the

0ld Canadian Cheese
For British Market

There are markets for all” fypes
of cheese in the United Kingdom,
but the only market which should
be catered to by Canadian cheese-
makers is the market where qual-
ity counts more than anything else,
states Joseph Burgess, Chief of the
Division of Dairy Produce, Dairy
and Cold Storage Branch, Domin-
jon Department of Agriculture. For
Canada to secure a greater hold
on the British market than she has
at present, it is not necessary to
make any change in the best type
of first grade Canadian cheese, he
explains, but the average and liner
type must be raised to the level of
what is recognized as “Finest Belle-
villes,” “Finest Brockvilles,” or
“Finest” anything else. During his
recent official visit to the British
Isles, Mr, Burgess found that while
the trade there referred to the B.B.
type of cheese—cheese made in the
Brockville-Belleville  districts—the
cheese sold under that brand was
not confined to cheese made in
those districts but might come from
any part of Ontario so long as the
quality complied with the recogniz-
ed standard of the best “Brockville
or Belleville cheese.

It was repeatedly stated to Mr.
Burgess in Great Britain that Can-
ada must maintain a very high
standard of quality and the sug-
gestion was made that there is an
excellent and growing market, par-
ticularly in the ILondon area, for
fine old cheese which can be sup-
plied by the best Canadian. The
general opinion jn Britain was that
the finest' old Canadian was not
quite equal to English Farm Ched-
| dar cheese, but some of the largest
British importers/ wholesalers, and
managers of high-class retail shops
did not hesitate to state that the
best Canadian first grade cheese
was not only superior to any other
imported cheese, but when twelve
to eighteen months old was almost
equal to the English Farm Ched-
dars. The reason for the superior-
ity of the English farm Cheddar
cheese is that it is made on in-
dividual farms from the milk of
the farmer’s herd. The quality of
the cheese when one year old is
exceptionally fine with g clean
COheddar flavour which is decidedly
nippy to the taste.

The total production of Cheddar
and Cheshire cheese in the United
Kingdom has not decreased, but
there is a marked decrease in farm
cheese. As this is the highest pric-
ed cheese of the Cheddar type, it
would appear that there is an op-
portunity for Canadian cheese to
secure & greater portion of this
market, as it is recognized that old
Canadian cheese is the only cheese
which can replace this quality with-
out lowering the standard for high
class trade. It is very important,
therefore, that all Canadian first
