Dr. G, E. Pfahler, Philadelphia,
believes that “radiation” with eith-
er the X rays or radium is excel-
lent treatment when there is no
urgency about the case,

After using radiation treatment
in 533 cases of goitre he states that
irradiation with either X rays or
radium may be accepted as a use-
ful method of treatment of goitre
since the results are practically as
good as those obtained by opera-
tlori. The fear of operation or
delays before operation are likely
to lead to damage to the heart.

By the use of the X ray or ra-
dium, treatment is given immedia-
tely thus no further damage can
be done, and the patient is free
from the anxiety which would be
always present if he were waiting
for or expecting an operation,
Under treatment by this “radia-
tion” as it is called, there is no
pain, no shock, and no great in-
convenience.

While the patient is under this
treatment his general health must
be watched, and the energy main-
tained or increased.

Dr. Pfahler recommends opera-
tion in the simple and non-poison-
ous goitres unless there is some
reason why suirgery should not be
