toes. Mr, Murphy had made am in-
vestigation of the potato sitiation
in many parts of the world. In ad-
dressing a meeting of the Rotary
Club in the winter of 1919, spated
that as a result of various surveys,
extending over a periog of years,
he had come to the conclusion that
Prince Edward Island produced the
finest potato in the world,, and
that if we were careful with our
production and marketing, our
Province had a gold mine in the
potato industry. Mr., Murphp was
largely instrumental for the intro-
duction of the spraying of patatoes
in this Province, which has proven
80 beneficlal to the industry. In the
production of our potatoes, we ‘have
almost reached perfection, as .a re-
sult of favorable soil conditions and
the care exercised in cultiwation,
coupled with the excellent field in-
spection service of the Federal
Department of Agriculture, In the
quality of both seed and ! table
stocks, we have attained a high
* |standard, unsurpassed in the world
markets, In the handling of this
major product, in which the raajor-
ity of the farmers are so vitally in-
terested, very little, if any sympa-
thetic attempt has been mede to
tlproperly protect ssme when har-
vested, or to protect the producers
from being at the mercy of the
foreign buyers,

depressed prices are bound to fol-
low excessive shipments in early
fall, This disorderly system has
been going on for many years and
is likely to continue under present
methods, except, perhaps, i a
year of extreme shortage in ‘pro-
duction, The severe losses, dlirect
or indirect, sustained last winter
from frost would probably amiwount
to several hundred thousand  dol-
lars; at any rate, & much I'nrger
jamount than would be suffigient
to build all the warehouses requir-
ed. In addition to this, we teke a
very considerable risk of injuvying
the reputation we have earned for
seed, should unfortunately sgome
stocks become badly chilled through
lack of proper storage and failf to
germinate. This would result im. a
setback that would take many years
to recover from, The farmer ‘with
his potatoes in safe storage could
obtain a reasonable advance on ,his
warehouse receipt, and thus be in
a position to secure necessary frunds
to énable him to pay his bills and
carry on, At the same time he
would be doing his part in stabil-
izing the markets, rather than gon~
tributing to a market glut and de-
pressed prices. The shipper of," the

Why should -we
not have representatives from the
Province making a survey in the
likely markets of Canada and else-
where, ang giving publicity to our
quality products? We know what
the Bermudas have done to find
new markets and extend their
trade, even in these days of stress.
We are familiar with what Den-
mark has done in Great Britain,
and-further,~we know -that - British
Columbia and other Western Prov-
inces are shipping their products
extensively into Eastern Canada.
In these days of keen competi-
tion, we cannot expect many new
buyers to seek us out, no matter
how superior an article we may
produce, unless we are prepared to
advertise and keep our salesmen
continuously on the job. No busi-
ness corporation would undertake
to produce or manufacture a large
output, without a survey of the pos-
sible markets and also widely ad-
vertising its wares, and with keen
salesmen covering all potential ter-
ritory, Could not the Department
of Agriculture be made the public-
ity and market finding Department
for products of the farm and sea;
is there any more useful service it
could render
This Province has not only some
high quality, but superior quality
products that should be better
known on the markets of this Con-
tinent. In fact, some should receive
& preference and a premium if
packed in the right kind of con-
tainers specially identified and
properly distributed to the trade.
Then our. Provincial Surveyors
might, in co-operation with offi-
cials in other Provinces, keep check
on other than Island prodiicts be-
ing sold in Prince Edward Island
bags and thus safeguard. the..repus
tation of our quality products from
being exploited. Our Provincial
revenue last year totalled $1,600,000
and the expenditure of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture was $48,000, or
three per cent of the total. Does it
seem at all reasonable that our big
industry in which elghty per oent
of our people are engaged can be
served as adequately as it should
be, with such 1limited resources?
Could not the Department of Ag-
riculture, as a result of its survey
of markets, endeavor through the
co-operation of Institutes, Socleties
and Agricultural Committees, give
a gulde as to the maximum acreage
to be planted?

be brought into operation? Tests in | thin
recent, years have proven that bar-
ley has equal nutriment to corn for
poultry, and when . finely ground
with wheat and oats, an ideal
poultry feed is produced. In Den-
mark—the great hog raising coun-
try—barley is one of its chief feeds
for the bacon hog. Prince Edward
Island is noted for the quality of
its barley, and it can be grown suc-
cessfully in almost every part of
the Province. Surveys of the farms
throughout the Province could be
carried on and valuable assistance
rendered, where desired, in testing
of the soil, the furnishing of proper
plans and advice in the erection of
barns and other outbuildings, and
more particularly as regards proper
ventilation, which has such an im-
portant hearing on the health of
animals. And last, but not least, to
take decided steps to eradicate wild
turnip and mustarq that has be-
come altogether too prevalent in
many parts of our Province. If not
taken in hand with determination,
it ig liable to seriously affect our
grain trade in both seed and feeds.
It is an extremely bad advertise-
ment for all visitors and particu-
larly to buyers of live stock, field
products and seed, and a menace
to the whole neighborhood, wher-
ever it prevails,
I have endeavored to refer briefly
to some of the most important
matters in relation to our biggest
industry, where changes and im-
provements, through joint effort,
might be effected for the benefit
of the whole Province. There is but
one unchangeable law and that is,
the law of change, We must all
realize, in these times, that there
are numerous changes continually
taking place. Today, nations - are
pondering over the results and sig-
nificance of the collapse of world
economic activity. If we are to
maintain our position and advance,
we must be prepared to deal wisely
and promptly with new situations
as they arise, and that is all the
more reason why our most import-
ant industry should have the fullest
co-operation from the business in-
terests of our Province, The moral
is:&—progress or perish, evolve or
exit, .

In
Denmark they only produce what
the markets can absorb and with
intelligent methods we could place
ourselves on the same footing as
