Archibald, Director of experimental
farms, Ottawa; Mr. W. A. Dryden,
chairman of the Canadian National
live stock records board;; Hon. J. E.

The annual report of the direct-
ors showed that there were more
fox pedigrees recorded in the past
year than at any other time in_the
history of the'association, that* 'the’
co-operative marketing of pelts
started last fall had been very suc-
cessful, as was also the work of in-
spection as now operated by the'As-
sociation, instead of through the
Dominion Department of Agricult-
ure.
