Then death crawled over the
boards. A Miami player shot. Green
thrust himself in the path of . the
flying puck. It hit him on the chest.

Advancing only a
few feet, he suddenly stopped,
swayed and then crashed to the
ice.

According to medical belief, the
man who skated those last few
strides was dead practicaly from
the time the puck struck him.
Not realizing that anything more
than an ordinary hockey injury

had occurred, players and specta-
tors momentarily took little notice
as Green lay motionless on the ice,
They expected him to rise to his
feet. He did not rise. Then his
teammates rushed to his assistance.
Nurse Armstrong took a hand, but
her efforts brought no re.spon;w.
