I came
through them well till the 11th of Aug-
ust, I wae sent.to Hill 60, and was
there one day when “the row com -
menced. and about half past seven
one of our fellows got hit, and the
shelling was. s0 bad we could not get
to 'our. stretcher-bearers, so 1 volun
teered for one to go, and on my way
I was hit in the back. That was about
eight o’clock in the morning, A cor-
poral friend of mine tied a bandage
round my waist, and [I. had another
spell shooting; then 1 got sick and
went and lay down till dark. I could
not eat. The doctor says 1 saved niy
own life by not eating, but I drank
about a gallon of water. Then walked
about three miles, and that was the
last T knew till I woke up in a hospit-
al in France.
