An Old Idea

A portable bed-sitting room that
can be set up in fifteen minutes is
an invention 5,000 years old, which
has come to light from a royal
tomb of Egypt, belonging to the
Queen of Hetepheres I.

The Harvard-Boston Expedition,
which cleared the queen’s posses-
sions from her secret tomb, recog-
nized what the strips of gold-encas-
ed, decayed wood represented, and
bent every effort to salvage the im-
portant piece of royal furniture, Dr.
George A, Reisner, noted Egypt-
ologist, of the Boston .Museum of
Fine Arts, now reports that the re-
stored canopy has been delivered to
the Calro Muteum, where the bed
and head rest belonging inside the
canopy are already deposited,

The Queen’s canopy consisted of
a wooden framework 10.5 feet long,
over eight feet wide and about sev-
en feet high, When the gold-cased,
wooden posts and beams were set up
and curtained with fine linen hang-
ings, the Queen had a private and
comfortable little room. A bed,
