BALKANS  ARE
NEW OBIECTS
OF SOVIETS

Communist Organ
Urges Rumania To
Sign Mutual Pact.

MOSCOW, Dec. 6 —(AP) —The
Balkan:, particularly Rumania, and
the near east .4opeared to be the
objects of Russ.a’s ambitions to-
alght as Soviet soldiers struggled
against determined Finland  in
semi -polar conditions.

An article in  “communist
International,” organ of the In-
ternational Communnist organ-

ization, urged Rumania sign
a muiual assi-tance pact with
Russia similar to those sign:
by Estonia, Latvia and Lithuan-
ia. Russia gained military bases
in those states.

(Officlal Rumania quarters in
Bucherest exhibited scant interest
‘n the mutual assistance pact sug=
gestion).

“Communist International” also
carried articles denouncing Turkey

French rule in India and Syria.

“The political and econom:ic _sit=
uation in Rumania,” the Commun=
ist organ said, “makes it  vitally
necessary for the ;l;eoples inhabiting
Rumania to establish most friend-
ly relations with the Soviet Union.

“The Rumanian workers have
struggled and will continue to
struggle against the exploitation
and u‘)premlon of the peoples of
the miuorities in Rumania and for
their right to self determination,
including the right of separation
from Rumania.”

In urglng the Rumanian Com-
munist party to inten ify its efforts,
it said ony a mutual assistance pact
with Russia can prevent Rumania
from becoming involved in a *“sec-
ond imperialist war.”

Accuse Britain, France

Another art'cle accused Britain

and France of trying “to widen the
death dealing radius of war on the
Balkan peninsula to create there a
military front again:t Germany.”
. “They desire to convert Turkey
into a strategic base in order to
realize this plan,” it added. “The
pos tion which the Turkish govern=-
ment is now teking presents a col-
ossal danger for Turkey.”
