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' DEADLIEST OF POISONS
IN REMAINS OF MRS. CRIPPEN

LONDON, Sept. 7—At the opening
vesterday of the trial of Dr. Hawley
H. Crippen, who is charged with the
murder ‘of his wife, Belle Elmore, the
prosecution announced ‘that large
quantities of poison had been found
in the woman’s body and that there
were evidences that she had been sub-
jected to an operation.

Ethel Clara Le Neve, the doctor’s
typist, who 'accompanied him in his
flight to Canada after the disappear-
ance of his wife and who has been
held on the same charge, was also
brought to the bar yesterday, but
the crown stated that it had been
decided to confine -the allegations
against the girl being an accessory
after the fact. This relieves Miss Le
Neve of any foreknowledge of the
crime and is in line with the belief of
her family and friends that she did
not share Crippen’s confidence up to
the time that his wife dropped out of
sight and was said by him to have
died in California.

Interest in the Crippen case, which

was intense during the search for the
doctor, has by no means worn out,
as was shown by the crowd which
gathered in the vicinity of the Bow
Street police court when the trial
was opened yesterday.
Dr. Travers Humphrey, in review-
ing the case for the crown, definite-
ly stated that the physicians who
made the post mortem examination
of the mutilated parts unearthed' in
the cellar of the Crippen home, had
discovered the presence of large quan-
tities of hyoscin—a colorless liquid
po:aon—and also detected evidences |
t:lxat an operation had been perform. |
e

Speaking of the relations between(
Crippen and his wife, Mr. Humph-
reys said that the nﬂecuon apparent- |
ly was on the surface, according to
Crippen’s own :,tutement as the re-
sult of Belle's outbursts of temper.
The prosecutor spokr of Mrs. Crip-
pen as Belle, the name used by Crip-
pen when lercxrmg to his wife. The
two, the prosecutor continued, hadi
occumcd separate rooms for four
years. For the last three years Miss
Le Neve had been Cripjen’s mist-
ress, which might account for the
wife's anger.

THE EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS.
