a prescril symbol of quality —a
crown enclosing the - grade
and with the word “Government”
shown above the crown and the
word “Inspected” below — and the
minister emphasized the point that
it is only on lobster graded by the
laboratory thaet the grade designa=-
tlon may be used. For the current
year the laboratory will supply, for
use by persons marketing the
graded product, stickers showing
the symbol of quality.

Grading Permits

All lobster for which greding 1s
sought must be sumbitted by the
holder of g “Canned Lobster Grad-
ing Permit” and the regulations
provide that to obtain such a per-
mit an applicant “shall furnish, on
a form provided by the department,
evidence that will satisfy the min-
ister that he Is established in the
canned lobster industry within the
Eastern Fisheries Division, which
comprises Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick, Prince Bdward Island, and
the Magdalen Islands of Quebec,
and hes sufficient warehousing,
labelling and shipping facilities to
handle & minimum of five hunderd
cases of canned lcbster, each of
ninety-six half-pound cans, or the
equivalent thereof, during i/he cal-
endar year covered by the permit
and that he agrees to conform to
the requirements of these regula-
tions.” Applications for -
ing of parcels of lobster are to be
made by the pemmit holders, in
writing, to the department’s chief
supervisor at Halfax and each ap-
plication must show, among other
things, the number of cases to be
graded, where they are stored, and
the cannery t number of the
canning plant which produced the
goods. e laboratory grading fee
will be at the rate of ten cents for
each case of ninety-six half-pound
cans or its equivalent.

A sliding scale of minimum with-
drawals for laboratory sampling
purposes when lobster is submitted
for grading is Jaid down by the
regulations, although the laborat-
ory is not limited to the minmum
but may sample such numbers of
cases and cans as may reasonably
be required to determine the grade.
When a parcel of 100 cases or less
is to be graded a minimum of eigh-
teen cases must be with drawn and
a sample or samples from each case
opened and graded. The scale of
withdrawals increases somewhat
with the sizes of the par®’s and
where the parcel contains more
than 500 cases a minimum of forty-
eight must be withdrawn and
sampled.
