‘“It would be a strong government
and would need no army but a police
force and no navy but a police force
for the sea,’’ asserts the Senator,
Senator Williams was born in Mem-
phis, Tenn.; July 30, 1854, and was
educated at Kentucky Military Insti-
tute, the University of the South, the
University of Virginia, and the Uni-
versity of Heidelberg, Germany. Be-
fore he went to Washington as a con-
gressman twenty years ago he was a
cotton planter as well as a lawyer,
and he is still actively interested in
agriculture.
