WASHINGTON, June 25 —(AP)
—President Roosevelt ran into
rebellious  Congress today that
swiftly and decidedly overrode his
veto of anti-strike legislation, pass-
ing it into law against his wishes.

In a series of fast developments
the President vetoed legislation aut-
lawing strikes in government-con-
frolled plants. Within fiye minufes
the Senate voted 56 to 25 to set
aside the veto and, an hour later,
the House of Representatives fol-
lowed, 244 to 108, automatically in-
ﬁggmratmg the bill jn the statyte

Thus, for the first time since
he became president, Mr. Roose-
velt failed to carry congress with
him on a major labor policy, an
incident that clearly demonstrated
the widening breach between the
administrative and legislative
branches of government on dowm-
estic issues.

The bill, a legislative child of the
coal strike, would provide fines and
imprisonment for any person aiding

ment-operated war factory and
would regulate walkouts in private-
ly operated plants,

In his veto message, the Presid-
ent sald the bill would “stimulate
labor unrest” and, for that reason,
vetoed it.

The sharp cleavage developing be-
tweent Mr. Roosevelt and Congress
over domestic legislation and the
home front in general was dem~n-

strated in the alacrity with which|N

the Senate voted to set aside the
presidential veto.

The measure, hammered out by
the legislators during the strikes by
John L. Lewls' coal miners, was
rejected by Mr. Roosevel; on the
grounds that some of its provisions
would foment tather than deter
strikes.

Mr. Roosevelt asked that
gress give him iInstead the author-
ity to induct persons up to age 65
for non-combat military service—
an authority which would allow
strikers to be put into army ant-
orm and sent back to work.

The legislators bowled over the
veto with breath-taking speed, com-
pleting actfon on the measure
scarcely two hours after the pre-
sident's message reached the capit-
ol. It becomes law immediately,

Two-thirds  approval in cach
branch was necessary for congress
to_override the veto.

In his veto message, Mr. Rooge-
velt sald there should be no mis-
undertanding of his reason for
Alsapproving the legislation,

“I am unalterably opposed
strikes in wartime,” te continyed.
