IS ABANDONED

For Rescue 0f Miners In Hampstead|

Colliery After Most Strennous Efforts

To Reach

And Save

Them

BIRMINGHAM, Eng., March 12 —
(Spe.)—The long period of anxjety
and suspense over the fate of the
entombed miners at Hampstead Col-
.liery,»came‘to a heart-breaking end
last night, for the crowds waiting at

~ announced that, "despite the most
heroic eftorts, there was no possibi-
lity of any of the men being taken
out alive.

The fire broke out in the colliery
last Wednesday evening, two hun-
dred miners being caught in the pit.

Since then every man available has
been engaged day and night building
a new culvert, with the ohject of
reversing the ventilation—-and clear-
‘ing the shafts of foul fumes.

This work meant the removal of
hupdreds of tons of earth, the instal-
lation of new fans and other ap-
paratus, but disappointment succeed-
ed disappointment.

At first the repeated efforts of res-
cue parties to reach: the miners fail-
ed, several members of the parties
heing overcome by fumes.

All efforts in this direction having
been abandoned their construction of
a new culvert was begun and when
the work had been accompliched it
was found that falls of earth had
blocked the ventilation doors below,
involving further delay.

Only yesterday was the system
finally found to be working and sup-
plying sufficient cool and pure air to
help exploration.

So hopeés ran high, but late last
night only one body had been re-
covered. i

It was that of one of ihe rescuing
party who was overcome by the
fumes, and was left by his comrades
in the mine several nights ago.

B, MAN- OF- WAR

WILHELMSHAVEN, March ‘10—
Tne first mammoth warship of , the
German navy was successfully launch
ed here today and christened Nassau
by the Grand Duchess: of ' Barden.
Emperor William, the Grand Duke of
Baden, Prince Henry of Prussia, and
Prince. Henry of the Netherlands, as
well as a brilliant assemblage of
prominent officials, were present,

The launch of the great battleship
Nassau inaugurates' a 'new era in the
German navy. She is the first of the
mammoth vessels of which the active
squadrons are ‘in future to be com-
posed and is in size, armament,
speed and installation superior to
any warship hitherto built by Ger-
many.

The Nassau displaces 17,960 tons
and is built entirely of hardened
steel. Her dimensions and the
thickness of her’ armor are not ex-
actly known, as everything conmect-
ed with her construction has been
kept entirely secret by order of the
Marine Minister.

1t is known, however, that she is
to be fitted with three sets of triple
expansion reciprocating engines, and
is to be provided with three prépel-
lors. The minimum speed ske is
specifiéd to attain is nineteen knote.

Her crew is to number 866, 1u-

cluding 27 officers.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 12--(8pl)
