more than 4,000 prisoners and vast quantities of ma-
terial, that the event was dismissed ' by the German
communique with the remark,  “The Anglo-French
attack on both banks of the Somme secured, generally
speaking, no advantages north of the river.”

On July 7 our troops captured a further portion
of the important work called the Leipzig Redoubt.
They smashed the German line at Ovillers, and at La
Boisselle they advanced over a network of trenches to
a depth of 500 yards on a frontof 2,000 yards. They
seized two woods near Fricourt, and routed the Prus-
sian Guard, who were hurled into the battle.  The
German version was that “on bath banks of the Som-
me the heroism and endurance of our troops caused
the enemy a day of complete disappointment.  His
numerous constantly repeated attacks were repulsed
with heavy loss.”

Before - the war is over the German people will
have found out that this, and many more similar offi-
cial reports of .operations at the front, were lies of the
blackest kind. How could these people respect the
official head of an institution that could lie like that?
For the Kaiser’s own sake, he should be hanged and
with him those who were - officially associated with
him. ; ;

While the natural fertility of our
Island Province js great, and the pro-
portion of arable and productive land
to the entire.area is greater than in
any other province of the Dominion,
many, if not all of our 14,000 farms
are in need of much more fertilizing
material than is produced in our sta-
bles. In common with the farmers of
Canada and the world at large we
have done a good deal of “soil min-
ing,” by which the natural wealth of
our flelds ‘has been depleted from
year to year. Mijxed farming ana
stock raising has saved' us in part by
the production of manure in the farm
yards, but the account between the
tarmer and his land, which is his
bank, hag been constantly overdrawn.
He 1s now awakening, as never betore,
tor the fact that as much fertility
must ‘be deposted as is checked out
of his bank or soil impoverishment
must inevitably result.  Year after
year in the past we have been ship.
pinig away to distant markéts in oats,
potatoes and other crops, much of the
native richness of our soil.
All the while there has been lying
i our river mouths, bays and estuar-
jes, vast deposits of excellent fertil-
izer in the shape of mussel mud,
which for want of appliances and
transportation facilities was available
to but very few of our farmers. By
these it was excavated with much toil
through the ice in winter and hauled
by horses over the snow to its des-
tination. Even when conducted in
this primitive fashion the utilizinig of
mussel mud has proved of great ad-
vantage to those farmers who' lived
in the vicinity of the deposits. To a
limited extent the railway was used
in distnibuting the mud to more dis-
tant points.
Now, 8o far as the easterp and cen-
tral portions of the Province are con-
cerned, all thig is changed. By the
thoughtful and well-considered action
of the Provincial- Government a plan
was devised and-has been put in oper-
ation by which steam power is made
to do the work of excavation and
loading the mud on the railway cars,
at Midgell, on :8t. Peter's Bay, where
one of the largest, deepest and most
valuable ‘deposits is: found. At the
cost of the Province a spur track was
built from the railway station to the
charg, g gubatantiol{ywhawf erccted
and the necessary dredge, scow and
applliances put in plage. :So quietly
and energetically was;the work per-
formed that last year when the plant
was put in operation it attracted but
comparatively little. attention,
It is now being realized
that the work carried on at Mid-
gell is of great and growinig import.
ance to a very large.section of the
en:llre farming community of the Iel-
and. ¢

port by rail to its many different des-
tinations. The cost:of placinig the
mud on the cars is $6 per car; the
transportation charge varies with the
distance.’

Jinury freight business of the road
and to place empty cars or remove
loaded cars of fertilizer from Mid-
gell precisely on the day or hour
when this is required. For these
reaching points in all of our three
predict the amount of work which
will be completed during. the season,
the closing of which s also depend-
ent upun weather conditions, So far
the railway has dome well in handl-
ing the cars and at the plant the
work of dredging and loading has
been expediated in = every possible
way by the energetic manager and
his* workmen.

The extent and magnitude of the
work is forcibly presented by an in-
spection of the list of bhookings and
shipments at the Manager's office
which was the privilege of the writer.
Rail shipments are being daily made
to one or more points enstward,l
westward and southward,—to Souris
and intermediate points and on te!
Elmira; to Georgetown, Montague!
and intedmediate points; on the Mur-
ray Harbor branch to Vernon, Mur..!
ray Harbor' and intermediate points;
while westward shipments have betn
made as far as Cape Traverse. Thus
the Island railways covering more
than two-thirds of the Province and
wreaching all points of our three
counties are being utilized in the dis.
tribution , of this valuable fertilizer.
As within that area there is scarcely
a farm that is ten miles distant from
the rails, while more than three-
fourths of them are within five miles,
it- will be readily seen to how great
an extent the supply of mussel mud
has beep brought within the reach of
the farmaers of tho Island hy thig im .
portant ‘enterprise.

It ought also to be noted that in
addition to the mud loaded on cars
from the plant at Midgell, a consider.
able quantity is from time to time
loaded on scows and towed by tugs
to various points on St. Peter's Bay
and up Morell’ river.  The fertilizer
is delivered on the scows owned by
private parties at the same charge,
per, carload ag that which is placed
on the cars, the average being about
three carloads to the. scow.

The enterprise of mud.digging ana’
distribution at Midgell needs no hd-
vertizing and has not needed it from
the first, inasmuch ag the demand for
this fertilizer has constantly exceed.
ed the supply. None the less it marks
an epoch of prime importance and
interest in the progress and develop-
ment of our agricultural resources
and oppontunities. It brings promin.
ently into view the mine of wealth
that lies beneath the waterg close by
our shores. And it places Prince Ed-
ward Island in the lead of the other
Canadian Provinces and of the world
in the matter of facilitating by simple
and effective means the enrichment
of our farms, Quite naturally, too,
it has created a demand for a similar
plant for the supply of mussel mud
for the farmers of Prince County,
either: fom the abundant deposits of
Richhmond ' Bay, or some other point
not too distant from the railway.
When the stress of war {s over and
financlal conditions permit this ex .
tengsion must receive the attention of
our public men.

At the present time the operations
at Midgell, conducted by the Provini-
cial Government may fairly take rank
in utility with the more costly under.
taking of the Dominion Government
in establishing a. great highway from
the Island to the outside world at the
Capes. Both of these enterprigses
mark notable strides of progress from
