M. Millerand deplores the loss of
such a fine soldier, and in conclusion
gays: ‘I assure you that our Army
is as much grieved as by the loss of
one of the best of its own brothers
inarms.'’

Khalifa Willi, as Redman was call-

ed by the tribesmen, had spent years
in Morocco, and knew the language
and the habits almost as well as if
he had been born there. He threw in
his lot with the successful rebels in
1908, and became second-in-command
of Millai Hafid's troops. He was a
splendid shot, and could perform all
the wnnder!ul tricks of Moorish
horsemen. Then he accepted a mili-
tary post under the French, and on
a notable occasion succeedad in ex-
tricatlng one of their columns from
the hands of rebels tribesmen outside
Fez some time ago.
For some time the tribeamen have
been gathering round Fez threatening
the French line of' communication
and attempting to cut. off detached
bosMes of troops. On June 1, how-
ever, General Lyautey sent out a
strong force which dislodged the
Moorish rebels from the heights and
captured their camp with a large
supply of provisions.
